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PRESIDENT REAGAN, SECRETARY HODEL HAIL 
ART GIFT TO NATIONAL FISH AND WILDIFE FOUNDATION 

Interior Secretary Don Hodel today joined President Reagan in praising 

noted Canadian wildlife artist Robert Bateman for donating a print to the 

National Fish and Wildife Foundation for a wildlife print and stamp campaign 

next year to benefit conservation projects. 

Bateman and Foundation Board Chairman Thomas G. McMillan presented the 
first print of the painting, "Pride of Autumn," to President Reagan during a 
White House ceremony November 20, 1986. The painting portrays a Canada goose 
standing on shore, having just emerged from a lake. 

"Robert Bateman's new painting is a beautiful addition to the world of 
wildlife art," Secretary Hodel said. "By donating the print to the 
Foundation, Robert Bateman demonstrates once again the depth of his commitment 
to the wild things of this planet that his art celebrates so eloquently. 
Those who buy this print from the Foundation will experience two-fold pleasure 
in knowing they possess a beautiful work of art and that their purchase will 
help fund important wildlife conservation projects." 

The National Fish and Wildlife Foundation was established by Congress in 
1984 and President Reagan signed it into law that same year. It is an 
independent, private conservation organization established to protect and 
enhance the Nation's wildife, fish, and plant resources by working in 
association with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, State wildlife agencies, 
and private conservation groups. 

In this, its first year of fulltime operation, the Foundation has raised 
over $650,000 to support various wildlife enhancement projects. 

Current Foundation projects include the restoration of the bald eagle in 
14 States; public education activities supporting Chesapeake Bay wildlife 
resoration programs; bighorn sheep translocation and restoration efforts in 
the Rocky Mountains; public education to curb the illegal importation of 
wildlife products; a waterfowl banding project in California's Central Valley; 
acquisition of rare plant habitat in the Minnesota Valley National Wildlife 
Refuge; a study on the status of the jaguar in Central and South America; and 
the development of a permanent river corridor protection program in upstate 
New York. 
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In 1987, the Foundation plans to initiate a satellite tracking research 
project to benefit the world's most endangered sea turtle--the Kemp's ridley-- 
in the Gulf of Mexico. the Foundation also plans to support striped bass 
restoration efforts in the Chesapeake Bay, wetland protection in San Francisco 
Bay, and preservation of sensitive shorebird nesting areas on the Atlantic 
Coast's beaches and barrier islands. Funds raised by sales of the "Pride of 
Autumn" print and stamp will be used to fund these and other programs.
