Refuge, record the species and numbers of birds you see and enter the data on eBird 

(www.eBird.org).  Refuges need more good data on the bird distribution and usage of their properties, and 

birders using eBird can be a most valuable source of this information.  While you are on the refuge, snap a 

photo of yourself in front of the Refuge sign and send it to the Refuge Week eBird Challenge Facebook 

page along with the link to your checklist to be entered to win.  The more refuges you visit and the more 

checklists you submit increase your chances of winning.  In fact, if your picture shows a current duck 

stamp, you’ll receive double the entries!
