The meeting started at 1:30 pm.  
We discussed ongoing action items to issue workshop proceedings from the January 2005 GIS Workshop, revamp the R5 GIS Resources booklet, and brief the RDT on the Workshop and current activities.

Proceedings:

Chris will build the pdf files.  Items to be included are presentation titles and abstracts, an attendees list, a list of presenters and their contact information.  (Linda will send titles, attendees list, and presenters list to Chris.)

Resources booklet:

Mike D. agreed to work on a web-based application to serve the GIS resources information.  Linda and Mike will confer on the application.

RDT briefing:

We should stress the low cost and the majority of positive responses and comments.  Marci will arrange a date for us to brief (April 25, 2005 at 9:00 am).  Andrew and Linda will prepare and present the briefing.   
August 2005 Project Leaders meeting:

We discussed offering a GIS for Managers overview at the meeting in response to Project Leader’s requests for such training.  Linda spoke with Glenn Gravatt/NCTC and he agreed to present the session.   Several people requested the topic be added to the agenda, but Marci (who is on the agenda planning team for the meeting) reports that it has been rejected several times due to management’s desire that the meeting not include training.   She will raise the proposal once again at the next opportunity.
Outreach team:

Michelle hopes to issue another newsletter before the field season.  The team is investigating how best to deliver the newsletter (pdf vs. link to webpage) and to whom (all R5 employees or a more targeted list).

Spatial Data Library team:

The Spatial Data Library Subteam will convene a meeting after the FWS GIS Steering Committee meeting April 12-14, which Linda and Bob Houston will be attending, and after the NWRS RLGIS meeting in late April-early May.   Issues discussed at these 2 meetings will no doubt have an effect on the direction of the SDL team.   Linda briefed the assembled masses on the RLGIS effort (the RLGIS is an ArcGIS-personal geodatabase model being considered for national implementation on refuges).  She plans to assemble an NWRS team to review the RLGIS model and asked that ES and FR participate also, if they are interested.
