From Highway 101, turn west into Bullards 
Beach State Park then follow Bandon Marsh Event signs to the Beach Parking Lot, located 1.3 miles 
from the park entrance. Plan on arriving at the parking lot no later than 2:30 p.m. in order to catch the 
shuttle and be on time for the dedication.
