Spring Creek National Fish Hatchery was 
established in 1901 as one of several
egg collection stations on the Columbia 
River. Initially it produced salmon in 
response to over�shing. Today, the 
hatchery annually raises 10.5 million 
Tule Fall Chinook salmon to support the 
commercial and recreational salmon 
harvest in British Columbia, along the 
Washington coast, and in the Columbia 
River. The hatchery also ful�lls tribal 
trust responsibilities. Tules are native to 
this part of the Columbia River, 
historically providing food for the native 
people living along the river. Native 
Americans called them � ��� �� , or “white 
salmon”, because of their light colored 
�esh. The �rst ¼ mile of the entrance  
road is the State Park.
