Refuge headquarters is located at 64 Maple Street in Burbank, WA. From the Tri-Cities, go east on I-

182 and US Highway 12 to Burbank. At the Humorist Road stoplight, turn left. Turn left on Lake Road
and travel ¥ mile to the headquarters building.

The station is located on
Patterson Ferry Road near Irrigon, Oregon. Directions: Take Hwy 730 through Irrigon. Turn right on
Patterson Ferry Road and travel two miles.
