Department of Interior Fire Director Radio Narrowband Concerns
August 18, 2000

The Department of Interior Fire Directors have identified the following radio narrowbanding
issues that are adversely impacting the Departmental Agencies ability to ensure safe wildland
fire operations.

Concern: The ability (or inability) of wildland firefighters to successfully utilize the new digital
narrowband radio equipment. Having to determine whether an incoming radio transmission is
wideband, narrowband analog, or narrowband digital and then select the appropriate channel to
reply on is not acceptable in a critical fire situation. An upgraded Racal portable is now available
that supports "channel shadowing" to address this problem. This radio senses the incoming
transmission channel and automatically switches to it for the reply. However, this "channel
shadowing” is only in affect for approximately 10 seconds after the incoming radio transmission
ends. Another solution is to program all of the radios at the onset of a fire to the lowest common
denominator for that fire (e.g. wideband analog). While this may work for large incidents it is not
possible to do this for initial/extended attack fires. Particularly when dealing with multi-
Jurisdiction wildland fire responses.

Concern: The loss of qualified field radio technicians. The new digital narrowband equipment
will require an increase in the technical training and overall knowledge of the technician as well
as new programming and test equipment. Ensuring that the new equipment is installed properly
and that the hundreds of radio settings and frequencies are set properly will be more complex.
Mountaintop facilities will need to be improved to provide acceptable power and lighting strike
protection.

Concern: The cost of the new digital narrowband handheld radio equipment. Digital
narrowband handheld radios cost 2-3 times more than wideband or analog narrowband handheld
radios. Agencies are not funded for the narrowband transition. The lifespan of current radios is
10+ years. The lifespan of the new digital narrowband radios in a wildland fire environment is
not know.

Concern: The impact of the different Interior and Agriculture (USFS) policies. Interior adopted
the digital narrowband standard, and Agriculture (USFS) specifies the analog narrowband
standard. A solution is to program all of the digital radios to be used in interagency fire
communications in the analog narrowband mode. However, there is currently not a digital hand
held radio that meets fires specifications. In addition digital handheld radios are 2-3 times more
expensive than either current wideband or narrowband analog handheld radios.

Conclusion: The DOI Wildland Fire Agencies are requesting authority to purchase analog
narrowband handheld and mobile radio equipment for the next two years, or until a digital
narrowband handheld/mobile radio meets fires technical specifications and has been tested in a
fire environment.
