August 20, 2011 Centennial for Quilcene NFH: celebrating 100 years
Local sights and interests

The Quilcene NFH centennial will be featuring scientific displays, local special interest groups, some food booths and activities for children and families.  The event will run from 10am-4pm.
There are many opportunities in the greater Quilcene area for family activities before or after our event.  Quilcene or nearby offers the Olympic National Forest with many locations for hiking (both short and long), wildlife and waterfall viewing, kayaking or other watersports, local market days, music festivals, etc.
Here is a quick list of local area attractions: 
· Quilcene-logging culture-hiking and local shops, Olympic Music Festival, restaurants and lodging.  Mt. Walker viewpoint is nearby and offers a view of the entire Hood Canal area as well as Seattle in the distance.  It is possible to see the Space Needle from this viewpoint on a clear day.
· Port Townsend-a Victorian village-30 minutes drive-kayaks & bicycles for rent, beach walking, shopping, historical walking tours, marine museum,  Saturday Market, local wine tours, ferry to Whidbey Island, restaurants and lodging.
· Port Ludlow-a resort community-30 minutes drive-kayaks and small boats for rent, charters available, hiking on local trail system, Friday market, restaurants and lodging
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Poulsbo-Norwegian culture village aka “Little Norway”-45 minutes drive-stroll through a Scandinavian town with shops, kayaks for rent, picnicking,  yummy bakeries and cultural events.  The Poulsbo Arts festival took place from August 20-22, 2010 so should be on August 19-21, 2011. Many restaurants to choose from and lodging is available.
· Sequim-30 minutes drive-offers the Pacific Maritime NWR with a viewpoint of Dungeness Spit and walking/hiking on the spit to the lighthouse and back.  Also, many lavender farms, shopping, local wine tours, the Olympic Game Farm offers an opportunity to get up close and personal with many wild animals, restaurants and lodging. 
· Port Angeles-90 minutes drive-offers a seaview of the Strait of Juan de Fuca and the Pacific Ocean.  Ferries are available to Victoria, Canada (a passport or enhanced driver’s license is required).  Access to the Olympic National Forest and Hurricane Ridge, a breathtaking view of the Olympic Mountain range and the Strait of Juan de Fuca.  Port Angeles offers beach walking, museums, kayaking, shopping, local wine tours, restaurants and lodging.
· Seattle-60 minute drive to the ferry, park and ride or take your car with you-you name it, Seattle has it!
