Following are my accomplishments and other items of interest for the 
month of_ January. 

Southern Appalachians Reintroduction. Great Smoky Mountains National Park 
CGSMNP) - I participated in a meeting with Park Service personnel to 
discuss 1994 plans and possible budgets. 

Captive-breeding Pro,ject - I coordinated the processing of wolves at the 
Western North Carolina Nature Center at their request. I received the 
quarterly report for October through December 1993 from Point Defiance. 
I approved it for payment and forwarded the invoice to the Regjooa] ~ 
Office for processing. 

General~ - I sent a request to the Regi ona 1 Office for the emergency 
purchase of a vehicle and other paperwork regarding my accident in 
December. I prepared a brief summary of-the red wolf recovery program in 
response to a request from the Regional Office for information on 
implementation of the Endangered Species Act in the Southeast. I 
responded to five information requests. each requiring 18 to 
30 documents. One request required a written response regarding the 
purity of red wolves. I took 25 hours of annual lea.ve (use-or-lose). 

Following is an update of current locations and numbers of animals.

A. Wi ld-fupul ati on 

1. GSMNP - One yearling male escaped (broken chain) with a trap on 
----his leQ--.---Attempts_ to capture him r:ontJnue. 

2. Alligator River National Wildlife Refuge - One adult pair was 
released from captivity this month. An adult female was killed 
by a vehicle. Three pups. previously observed only from the air. 
were captured (2 males. 1 female) and had radio transmitters 
surgically implanted. Another unknown female pup was also 
captured and had fne same implant surgery. These changes result 
in a population of 43 to 54 animals--28 to 34 adults (13 to 
14 males. 15 to 18 females. 0 to 2 unknown) and 15 to 20 pups 
(9 to 11 males. 6 to 8 females. 0 to 1 unknown). 

B. Island Propagation 

1. St. Vincent National Wildlife Refuge. Florida - I failed to 
report the transfer of an adult male to this project in December. 
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This transfer was made to pair him with the adult female already 
there. 

C. Captive Propagation 

1. Graham. Washington - One adult female included in last month's 
report is actually at the Point Defiance Zoo. The correct 
figures for this facility are 49 animals--39 adults (16 males. 
23 females) and 10 pups (5 males. 5 females). 

2. Point Defiance Zoo - The correct figures for this facility are 
6 adults (3 males. 3 females).
