Darwin Huggins is the 2015 national Guy Bradley Award recipient for his superior federal law enforcement career protecting wildlife and natural resources. Huggins is the assistant special agent in charge of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s Southeast Regional Law Enforcement Office.

The National Fish and Wildlife Foundation presents Guy Bradley Award, named after the first wildlife law enforcement officer to be killed in the line of duty, which happened in 1905. 

Huggins began his career with the Arkansas Game and Fish Commission and joined the Service in 1990 as a refuge law enforcement officer at Cache River National Wildlife Refuge in northeast Arkansas. A 35-year veteran of wildlife law enforcement, Huggins now helps oversee the work of 44 conservation officers and 34 wildlife inspectors throughout the southeast region, training federal, state, tribal and foreign law enforcement officers; investigating wildlife crime; regulating wildlife trade; and working in partnership with international, state and tribal officers.

“Darwin Huggins is a mentor for other state and federal law enforcement officers,” said Cindy Dohner, southeast regional director of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.

“I considered many of the past recipients as my mentors,” said Huggins. “Hopefully, I was able to pass some of their knowledge on to our current cadre of agents and officers. One highlight of my career is solving cases of intentional wildlife poisonings and bringing the offenders to justice.”
