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P-ROGEEDI-NGS

MR SHANE MCCOY: First of all, 1'd |like
to thank you for your participation in our scoping
process. M nane is Shane McCoy. | work with the Arny
Corps of Engineers. M. Katie McCafferty is here with ne,
also with the Corps of Engineers. Please note -- this is
very inportant, folks -- that the Corps of Engineers is
neither for the project nor against the project, and we
must be inpartial.

As there are nmany individuals who would like to
provide input into the scope of our docunent, we ask that
you pl ease be respectful of others as they participate.

Pl ease al so note, the coment period for the scoping
peri od has been extended until 29 June.

Your input will be used to informa range of
alternatives, the resource issues to be anal yzed, nethods
used for analysis, and potential mtigative nmeasures
t hroughout the eval uation of the Departnment of the Arny
permt application. The U S. Arny Corps of Engi neers
Al aska District is required to review the permt
application and will serve as the | ead agency for the
envi ronnent al i npact statenent | evel of analysis.

In addition to the Corps, there are two other federal
agencies that will need to eval uate the proposed inpacts

and nake subsequent decisions. These agencies are the
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United States Coast Guard for a bridge and the Depart nent
of Interior's Bureau of Safety and Environnent al
Enforcenent for the pipeline in the Quter Continental
Shelf. The three federal agencies will use the

envi ronnental inpact statenment to informour federal
deci si ons.

We are here this afternoon because the first step in
devel opnent of an environnental inpact statenent is to
det erm ne what we should analyze in the docunment. This is
t he process called scoping. The potential inpacts
associated with the applicant's proposed di scharge of fill
materi als and dredge materials to construct a mne and
attendant features as described in the Departnent of the
Arny permt application is what we wll be eval uati ng.

The framewor k of our document nust have a nexus to
t he proposed inpacts under the jurisdiction of the three
af orenenti oned federal agencies. W have posters on the
side here and a video that we are showng to help inform
you of the current proposed project.

| would |like to note that there is a new proposed
alignment, including an icebreaker and ferry term nals on
Lake I'liama, which is very close to Kokhanok. | do
under stand that we have been trying to get this
I nformati on out as readily avail abl e, but pl ease, these

are comments specific to these areas that would very nuch
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hel p i nform our scope of anal ysis.

You can provide your input into what we shoul d
anal yze in several ways. There are conputer -- there is a
conputer -- unless you would |ike nore -- which allow you
to enter your comments directly into the conputer. You
may hand-deliver your input to anybody here with a name
tag on, and you may speak directly into this m crophone
and which a court reporter wll take down what you say, or
you may go to the project website, which is
pebbl eproj ecteis.com and enter themas well.

Pl ease, when you enter -- when you cone and make your
testi nony, please, one, state your nane. | would like to

apol ogi ze in advance if | do not pronounce your nane

correctly. It's definitely unintentional. And pl ease
al so note that the comments will be limted to three
m nutes. |If you choose to listen to others who are

speaking to the comments to our court reporter, please
limt background noise for the ease of the reporter to
precisely record the individuals' input. Please also
speak slowy so she can capture accurately what you are
saying. And if you have witten comments that you are
reading from please also provide those for her so she can
transcri be those, as well.

At this tine | would like to invite people to cone up

and provi de testinony.
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So very graciously, the fol ks here have provi ded
refreshnents, food, sandw ches. At this tine I'd like to
maybe offer a nonent, if you haven't already, please cone
up and grab a plate of food if you so desire, and then we
wll start testinony.

(O f the record.)

MR. SHANE MCCOY: It seens the majority of
fol ks here are ready to begin. So the order in which we
w Il provide comments is the order in which we entered in
the door. It wll be first cone, first speaking. The
first person on the list is Joe Chythl ook. Good eveni ng,
Joe. Joe, if you wouldn't mind comng a little bit closer
to the front, it's easier for our court reporter to take
down your testinony if she can see you.

MR, JOE CHYTHLOOK: | nust have put ny
name in the hat first. Good afternoon. dad to be here
with you folks. And | want to thank Corps of Engi neers
for providing us the tine to say a few words to share our
concerns with the rest of our people. | testified in
Naknek yesterday. So what | plan to do today is just to
hi ghl i ght a coupl e of things.

For the record, ny nane is Joe Chythlook. |1'ma BBNC
board chairman and a chairnman of the board for about
eight, nine years and on the BBNC board for 27 years. And
in 2009 the BBNC board decided to take a position to
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oppose the proposed Pebble Mne, and it was after we had

t he survey from our sharehol ders that we represent. And a
hi gh percentage of our sharehol ders asked the board to
oppose the Pebble Mne. And it's because of that that the
BBNC conti nues to be opposed to the Pebble Mne to this
day.

And it's primarily based on two inportant issues that
our shareholders revealed to us. One is our lifestyle.
Most of us are born and raised in this Bristol Bay area in
our various communities. And nost of us live off the |and
and the water that surrounds our villages. And so our
subsi stence way of life is very inportant to us. That
I ncl udes | and manmal s and nmarine manmal s and fi sh.

And of course, the question that | guess we need to
have a better answer for is how this Pebble M ne nay
affect our lifestyle, primarily the sal non that we all
share in Bristol Bay. And one of the main reasons is
because nost of all the conmmunities that are within both
river drainages, Nushagak and Kvichak, are downriver from
t he proposed Pebble M ne.

We have Igiugig, Level ock, Naknek, King Sal non on the
Kvi chak side that could be affected. Nushagak side we
have Kol i ganek, New Stuyahok, Ekwok, Portage Creek
DI I'i ngham Al eknagi k, dark's Point and Ekuk that could

be negatively affected if anything happens to contam nate
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the waters that we all feel are a good place for our

sal non to spawn and to rear and so forth for many years.
So we feel that we don't want anything to threaten our
sal non and our waters and our lifestyle. And that's
primarily why BBNC, after |listening to many sharehol ders,
took a stance in 2009 and forned a resol ution.

And then, you know, secondly, one of the nmajor
I mportant things is commercial fishing in Bristol Bay.
Many of us have been born and rai sed as commerci al
fishermen in Bristol Bay, and we still maintain that
privilege of getting a benefit from our sal non fishery.
And ny famly, for one, have been -- fromthe tine ny dad
started probably in the 1920s, ny ol der brothers and | got
into it in the '40s and '50s, and as of today personally I
have been commercial fishing for about 60-plus years.

So -- and | am hoping that ny children and ny
grandchildren will be able to continue to do that, as
wel | .

And then one of the things, | guess, that we are
concerned about, that we think that there needs to be nore
studi es done on how the Pebble Mne, if it becones a m ne,
and if there is anything happen that would affect our
lifestyle. O course, you know, if our fish are
contam nated and whatnot in any form that would be a

detrinent to our lifestyle, for one.
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But, then, one thing also | wanted the Corps to
consider is when they look at the EIS, they need to
consi der carefully seriously the unique environnent in
whi ch the Pebble Mne is -- proposed Pebble Mne is
setting. In the opinion of the majority of both Bristol
Bay and Al aska residents, the location of the Pebble M ne
is in the wong place. The mne site and the | arge
drai nages downriver of the mne sits largely in the
waters -- the mne sits largely in wetlands and entirely
hydr ol ogi cally connected. And there is no barrier between
surface and groundwaters and different water bodies.

The EI'S nust al so consider that the water quality in
the region is pristine and perfectly suited for spawni ng,
rearing and life cycles of salnon, a uniquely very
sensitive species. Therefore, any disruption to this
bal ance woul d pose destruction to a near perfect habitat.

And one of the new infornmations we got since
di scussi on of a Pebble M ne has been placed is that now
one of the -- part of the plan is to transport the ore
fromthe north side of Lake Iliama to the south side.

And as we think about that, one of the concerns we have, |
guess, for the Corps to think about is that in our opinion
t here has never been any studi es done of how such a new
way of dealing with noving the ore fromthis side to this

side would have an effect on the south shore i n Lake
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Iliamma. And | think before anything happens to where
they determ ne that the Pebble M ne should be given a
permt to proceed, such studies should be done.

And finally, | guess, the federal permtting process
shoul d be considered with the Al aska State agenci es that
al so have permtting authority over project conmponents.
However, from what we know, the PLP has failed to apply
for any State permits. That's the best infornation I
have. Therefore, | strongly suggest that the Corps shoul d
delay its review of the project until PLP has engaged the
necessary State agencies by applying for those required
State permts.

| have the rest of ny comments witten here, so if
you have any questions related to it, | left ny nane with
the recorder, and | did give you sone of ny cards. So if
you need any nore information -- and on top of that, BBNC
and our staff are prepared -- will be preparing a
statenent on behalf of the corporation and the views of
many of our shareholders that | just nentioned.

So thank you for the opportunity, and we wll see you
next time.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: |'mgoing to nove a
little bit this way sinply for the ease of our court
reporter to be able to grab the transcription as

accurately as possible. Can everybody hear nme? Ckay.
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Thank you.
John Nel son, Jr., please. |Is John Nelson, Jr.
avai | abl e?

MR JOHN NELSON, JR. : Hell o. John Nel son
here. |I'mnot going to start off my nane at the first,
but I1'"'mgoing to be nam ng off creeks and tributaries of
Kokhanok area: Belinda Creek, Dennis Creek, Nuyaka's
Creek, Gbraltar Rver, NNck G Creek, Sid Larson Bay
Creek, Roll, Ni elsen Bay Creek, Kokhanok Ri ver, Reindeer
Bay Creek, Copper River, Char Creek, Tommy River. O her
maj or producers of Lake Iliama: Iliama River, Pile Bay
Ri ver, Knudsen Bay, Pedro Bay, Chekok Ri ver, Newhal en
Ri ver, Pete Andrews Creek, Lower Tal arik, Upper Tal ari k.
Drai nages into Iliama Lake: Six Ml e Lake, Lake d ark.
Cook Inlet |ocation: Amakdedori Creek, MNeil River.

O Lake Iliama, our closest river is the Gbraltar
Ri ver located three mles down westerly fromhere. M
village where | live and as we are sitting here today
providing public testinony -- and ny nane is John D
Nel son, Jr. M/ village where | reside is |ocated on the
sout h/ sout heast shores of Lake Iliamma.

The nanmes of rivers and creeks | just nentioned are
the tributaries that produce salnon that is fanous
wor|l dwi de and locally. |In addition, Lake Iliama is one

of the five major fish industries, conbined with Naknek.
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Ot her districts are 1giugig, Ugashi k, Nushagak, Togi ak.
Al'l major river systens produce sockeye, and Bristol Bay
is very unique, as it is called salnon capital of the
wor | d.

| am a commercial fisher participant on an annual
basis to where Bristol Bay annual sockeye return ranges
from20- to nearly 60-mllion sockeye returning to Bri stol
Bay. Major river systens include Lake Iliama.

The proposed Pebble M ne poses a trenmendous risk to
our region. Iliama Lake is very pristine as we -- as
well as what | perceive as world class fishing | ocated at
our area. On an annual basis, sport anglers from al
parts of the world cone here to fish, as well as us. Then
thereafter the sports fishing season closes, then the
maj or worl d cl ass event takes over, which is world cl ass
hunting. O this season, noose, bear, caribou are the
commerci al and subsi stence catches, as well as statew de
and provides world class hunting.

Wth our communities' infrastructure of our water
system our water intake is from Lake Iliama that
provi des dri nki ng and cooki ng water, as well as our school
t hat provi des healthy chil dren.

Lastly, to nmy conclusion, | wuld |like to say, which
Is one of nmy very huge favorites, world class of

subsi stence to where we harvest all edi bles from Lake
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Iliama, either fromthe | and, sea or air.

And before | close, | just wanted to show you a
conpari son of bottled water versus water fromlliama
Lake. This is bottled water. Iliama Lake water. See
the difference? Alnost the sane. This is what produces
t he sockeye for Bristol Bay because Iliama Lake is so

pristine to where we drink it. Thank you.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: |'m going to make
sure -- I'"'mgoing to nove back a little bit, Jon, if you
don't mnd, opening this up alittle bit. Is JimTilly
avai l able? Can | ask you to conme down here? | just want

to nmake sure we capture what is said accurately. So if
you can come down here so our court reporter has best
avai l able -- thanks, Jim

MR JIMTILLY: Ckay. M questions on the
m ne, us outdoorsnen that |ive here, every year we see --
usually it wll start snow ng at about Thanksgi ving, and
It snows and snows and snows to about the m ddl e of
January. And then the east wnd starts up from Kodi ak,
and it gets to be 50 degrees and the place turns into one
giant flood plain. How are they going to contain
anyt hi ng, sewage, the tailings or anything, with these --
when the rivers are -- 20-foot wide river ends up being a
mle wde? Trees -- we all see these rivers with trees

ri pped out by the roots.
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And then -- then when we have the gold, here they are
going to be punping all this groundwater out and it's 50
bel ow zero or 40 below, and it's all going to freeze. How
are they going to nove it? How are they going to clean
it? And it's just all going to nelt off, and there is
going to be 40-, 50-foot of tailings and polluted water.
And how nmuch water is the dewatering process going to
produce? How nany holes are they going to drill? How
deep are they going to be? How nmuch water is the deep
wat eri ng process going to pull out of the ground every
single day forever or until the mne dies?

That's about it for ne.

MR SHANE MCCOY: Dierdre Hill.

M5. DIERDRE HILL: I'mDierdre HII. | am
a BBNC director and a | ocal Native |land all otnment owner.
First, I1'd like to thank the Arnmy Corps of Engineers for
hosting the scopi ng neeting here and for extending the
comment period. 1'd also like to ask that you consider a
scoping neeting in the Seattle area where many
st akehol ders resi de.

Most inportantly, | would like the Arny Corps of
Engi neers to consider the direct, indirect and cunul ative
effects of all of the mine' s operations, as these effects
wll be here for 10,000 years. 1, along with ny brother

and sister, have an adjacent Native allotnent to the
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proposed south access road just eight and a half mles
nort heast of here on Kokhanok Bay. This property would be
downwi nd fromthe road operations, so please consider the
detrinmental effects of noise, dust, and the constant
seismc activity fromthe blasting and the possibility of
spills on the |ake. The 35 trucks per day traversing this
road will be disruptive to the entire ecosystem Al so,

pl ease consider the possibility of many nore than 35
trucks per day if the m ne expands.

So I'd al so request that you consider a northern
overl and access road rather than a | ake crossing.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: Can you guys hear? Can
you hear this? Geg Andrews, Jr.

MR. GREG ANDREW JR.: Thank you, Shane.
Hello. And thank you for allowing ne to testify. M nane
is Geg Andrews, Jr. | live in Levelock on the Kvichak
River. Oiginally fromhere in Kokhanok, but ny famly
and | do a lot of traveling back and forth by boat,
snownmachi ne or ATV for subsistence, famly visiting or
just the joy of being on the | ake and the river.

Facts show that the Nushagak and Kvi chak wat er sheds
will be directly inpacted by the Pebble Mne if allowed to
go into developnent. By a several -year study put out by
the EPA, even the snmallest Pebble Mne plan will have

devastating i npacts on the Nushagak and Kvi chak wat er shed.
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In fact, just fromdoing exploration drilling al one,
Pebbl e has already | eft unclean and untapped drill sites
| eaving toxi c waste behind. |If Pebble is allowed to m ne,
the inpacts will be nuch greater.

I ncluding just a few of the many inpacts are: The
I cebreaking ferry will directly inpact all the comunities
in the watershed. As it is used as an ice highway in the
wnter, it will no |longer be safe to travel between
comuni ties, especially during the carnival nonths, and I
fear lives will be lost traveling through the wi nter.

Tailings dust will inpact the sal non and ot her
species of freshwater fish fromall the crossings of the
| ake and crossings of the Gbraltar River, as well as
other rivers and creeks crossing that sal non inhabit.

|f you do the math, once toxic waste reaches the
mout h of the Kvichak River and I|giugig, saying the Kvichak
River's velocity is about three mles an hour, it takes
just 20 hours for toxins to reach Level ock and |l ess than a
day or nore out into Bristol Bay, inpacting the sal non
t hat depend on the pristine waters of Lake Iliama and the
Kvi chak River

Wth Pebble saying that it will nostly inpact the
north fork of the Koktuli which drains into the Mil chat na
River, then into the Nushagak Ri ver, which hosts one of

the richest king salnon fisheries in the world, as well as
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sockeye and ot her species, and this past season with a
record sal non catch.

During the spring and summer, the | ocals depend on
seasonal egg gathering on many of Lake Iliama's i sl ands,
which will also be inpacted, as well as the only habitat
for its freshwater seals that is al so subsisted on, one of
only five freshwater habitats in the northern hem sphere
t hat has freshwater seals.

Then they al ready proposed private roads to be built.
The Al aska Peni nsul a Corporation did not poll their
shar ehol ders on granti ng Pebbl e access to corporation
| ands and giving themright of ways. These will go
t hrough subsi stence use areas of our w ld blueberries,
bl ackberries, sal nonberries and cranberries. W wll
probably never be able to harvest fromthese areas ever
agai n because Pebble's m ne plan says inpacts to these
areas are permanent and areas used for berry picking that
are nearby proposed roads and tailings storage areas
because of the toxic dust that will get bl own around; also
noose, caribou and bear hunting areas, as all the traffic
and noise will drive them away.

And the traditional subsistence use area of
Amakdedori on Cook Inlet side, this will be torn up and no
| onger be able to support the fish habitat that depend on

Amakdedori Creek with the tailings storage not just 500
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feet fromthe creek. Chenik, not five mles away that is
used for clamgathering, will probably not survive,
either. The caribou feeding and cal ving area at and near
Pebbl e site is already inpacted, as the caribou no | onger
use this area.

The Pebble site itself wll have inpact on both the
Nushagak and t he Kvi chak wat ersheds. So wi th nenti oni ng
just a few of the many inpacts that the proposed Pebbl e
Mne will have, it clearly shows that no thought was put
into Pebble's permt application. It reads as if it was
rushed to keep in a tineline. No proper EIS studies were
done on Pebble's part. Since they can't take the tine to
study this and think it through, inmagine the inpacts to
cone if Pebble is allowed to continue with their history
of already |eaving a toxic ness behind just from
expl oration drilling al one.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: Thank you, everybody.
Thank you for a little bit of patience while we
reorgani zed and situated ourselves a little bit different.
If you guys don't mnd, I'd like to continue the testinony
to ensure everyone who wants to speak has an opportunity
to speak.

Is Kinberly WIIlians avail abl e, pl ease?
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MS. KI MBERLY W LLIAMS: Thank you. My
nane is Kinberly Wllians. | ama BBNC board of director
and a nenber chief of the Curyung Tribe, and | live in
Dillingham | want to thank you for allowing ny tribe to
be a cooperating agency on this project. | live downriver
fromthis project as the water flows fromthe Koktuli to
the Miul chatna into the Nushagak.

| woul d ask you to accept public comments in
DI lingham and not only witten ones. It is disingenuous
to the indigenous people | represent in Curyung for you to
only accept witten comments. |f you know anyt hi ng about
I ndi genous people, we are an oral people. You are
limting nmy people and their voice by taking only witten
coment s.

| am here as a subsistence user and have been
i nvol ved in aspects of this project since ny work with the
Uni versity of Al aska Bristol Bay canpus putting on several
conferences starting in 2004.

The people of the Bristol Bay regi on have been
i nvolved in this project since 1988 when Teck- Com nco
first staked this claim Pebble has finally focused on a
sout hern or a southern transportation corridor route. As
the Arny Corps, you should have PLP submt information on
all three corridor routes. |t concerns ne that in 2004

when this project was undergoi ng intensive studies, very
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little was done on this cross-the-|ake route and the road
corridor that goes by Kokhanok. |Inagine the data that
they would have if this was in front of themin 2004.

Additionally, this application should take into
account the entire Pebble deposit, not a small piece of
t he deposit that will be mned in 20 years. | don't have
any confidence in the words of the CEO of PLP that further
devel opnent woul d be taken up at the tine -- at that tine
and the conpany woul d have to undergo anot her applicati on.

| am very concerned about the direct, indirect and
cumul ative inpacts fromthe devel opnent of this project
t hrough constructi on and operation to the people of this
regi on, our subsistence resources, salnon and freshwater
fishes, caribou, noose, mgratory birds, marine nmanmal s,
and our water. This mne site has been delineated for
this project in the |last 14 years only to enconpass Pebbl e
West Cor poration and sonet hi ng about the Pebbl e East.

Thi s project does not enconpass all of the other
staki ng that has taken place over this area and the
ownership of those clains as Pebble has basically
enconpassed theminto their operation. The EI'S needs to
t ake these additional clainms into consideration since they
have the potential to be mned well past ny lifetinme on
this earth and those of ny children, ny grandchildren and

their chil dren.
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| also don't believe that sone of the old data
related to this project, such as the Wardrop report, on
t he econonic feasibility of the project is valid today. |
woul d ask the Corps to insist that an updated econom c
feasibility of the project be conpleted on this
appl i cation.

| am very concerned regarding the inpacts on the
Koktuli River and the natural resources in the river. It
concerns ne that the current proposed tailings inpoundnent
facilities are now placed on the north fork side of the
Kokt ul i .

| recall a conversation with JimBuell, a Pebble
scientist, on the plethora of sal non present in the north
fork as it flows -- as conpared to the south fork. | only
wi sh he was here at this neeting today so that | could
rem nd himabout his work and his words that he woul d keep
t he devel opnment out of the -- away fromthat side of the
north fork because of the salnon. Water flow and the |ack
of water into the forks of the Koktuli and the Upper
Talarik on this project and the devel opnment and the m ne
continues -- | would remind JimBuell if he was here today
about his words about staying away fromthe north fork of
t he Koktuli. Water flow and the |ack of water into the
forks of the Koktuli and the Upper Talarik as this project

I s devel oped and m ned continues to be of concern to ne.
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| have sat through Pebble's presentations of
hydrol ogy and flow, and | don't believe that the conpany
has denonstrated through their studies that they can
mtigate the inpacts to water flow, both surface and
groundwater, into these rivers and the downstream effects.
The current placenment of the acid generating tailings
bei ng pl aced above the bul k tailings storage cel
elimnates five mles of productive salnon streamin the
north fork. That concerns ne.

| am concerned that the potential of seismc
eart hquake inpacts to this proposed tailings inpoundnent
facility would be nmuch |ike the San Marcos old fail ed
tailings i npoundnment facility in Brazil. It killed lots
of fish.

| have yet to see a health inpact assessnment rel ated
to this project. | would ask the Corps to fulfill your
responsibility to get the ten years of science data from
the Pebble Partnership related to this application, and if
they don't have ten years, nake them do the ten years.

Pebbl e has been in operation since 2001, and they
shoul d have all the information that makes it possible for
you to fulfill your responsibility as an agency entrusted
to make sure that the inpacts froma mne are not
sonething that inpacts us, only us, but all of us, even

citizens of this state.
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Thank you.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: |Is Sergi e Chukwak
avai | abl e, please? Sergie.

MR, SERA E CHUKWAK: Hello ny nane is
Sergi e Chukwak fromthe Native village of Level ock. M
son is afifth generation commercial fisherman. M/ whol e
famly is involved in the fishing industry. M wfe of 25
years is a taxi driver in Naknek. She is getting ready to
nove to Naknek to cater or drive for the herring crew and
fleet. Then, of course, the salnon fleet. M daughter is
a bartender year-round. During the fishing season she
gets nost of her earnings.

My main concern is the seismc activity. | recall a
year or so ago there was an earthquake near the mne site
t hat was about a six or a seven point nmagnitude. Wat
wll be the extent of the danage to a tailings pond three
times as high as the Enpire State Buil di ng?

Anot her concern equal or even greater is the sal non
that will be contam nated. | don't recall the |ocation of
a mne down south in the 48 states that people are only
all owed to eat eight ounces of salnmon a week. Any excess
woul d be cancer causing. One of the Pebble supporters
said that the salnon -- if the sal non are contam nat ed,
only 20 percent of the salnon in Bristol Bay woul d be

affected. Well, | beg to differ because that is 100
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percent of our sal non.

Anot her concern is the mgrating cari bou. Wen they
sw m across the tailings pond and get contanm nated and we
shoot one, are we going to die fromour subsistence
activity?

To the Pebble Mne with this issue -- to issue the
Pebble Mne with a permt to mne at the mne site would
have an adverse effect on the residents and peopl e al ong
t he Kvi chak and the Nushagak River in perpetuity because
how | ong the tailings pond would be there from 50 short
years of enploynment. It is a nonrenewabl e resource, and
the commercial fishing industry is comng up to close to
125 years.

And I'ma commercial fisherman. | vote fish

Thank you very nuch.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: Custie Tall ekpal ek.

MR GUSTI E TALLEKPALEK: Hi . My nane is
CGustie Tall ekpal ek from Levelock. ['ll just make it short
and sweet.

1've lived here ny whol e
life. | grew up on a subsistence lifestyle. | have two
young boys, one six, one four. M oldest | started taking
out hunting at four years old. He started watching ne
skin all the big game. M/ youngest is four years old, so
it's his turn this sunmer to start comng wth ne.

You know, they love the lifestyle. They watch ny
w fe put up fish. They watch ne hunt big gane. And they
love it, and | love it.

You know, what's going to happen when this all goes
t hrough? What's going to happen to our younger
generation? You know, there nay be sone hunting
avai | abl e, but you | ook at devel opnent, there is going to
be a lot of things going on, you know. And a |ot of
peopl e, also, for those who are for the Pebble M ne
project thinking that there is going to be open
opportuniti es made easy for you, you need to think again.
There is going to be nore people comng out here. It's
going to be a big gold rush for entrepreneurs who have
nore capital and nore experience than us com ng out here
and nmaking all the noney while we get | aborer jobs, you
know, the small -- the snall pay.

And | guess that's all | have for right now Thank

you.
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MR. SHANE MCCOY: Aline Cobb. |Is there a
Cobb here?

MR SAMJEL MADRID: Hello. M nane is Sam
Madrid. | was born down in the Lower 48, and |'ve cone
fromthe mning conpany. But | tell you one thing. |'ve
seen the Red Dog road when | hunted up north, and the
old-tinmers are all mad at the Red Dog M ne for one reason:
When they put that road in, that changed the m gration of
cari bou. Now the caribou won't even cone within 100 yards
of that road system

Now, what's going to happen when they put in these
roads? They have already ran off our wi nter caribou at
| east near where the Pebble Mne is. How are they going
to replace that? Now, you think about the fishing, one
mar k of mercury, and there goes the whol e thing.

Now, you show ne on the first pass 1,700 feet high,
five mles wde that can take a 4.0 earthquake. There's
not one in the world. Now, you show ne a m ne that says
they will clean up after they |leave. |'ve never seen one
in the world that's done it yet.

Now, Pebble is a Canadi an conpany. Wat happens once
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they say that's enough? They |eave, and there is nothing
we can do about it. They say bye-bye and we are all gone,

and your whole life the way you knew it is going to be

gone.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: Al exander Tal |l ekpal ek.
MR, ALEXANDER TALLEKPALEK: Hey, thank
you. Good afternoon. I1'd like to thank the U S. Corps of

Arny for com ng out here today, thanking Kokhanok for
inviting us, holding this for the residents of Bristol
Bay.

So ny nane is Al exander Tall ekpalek, and I live in
the village of Level ock, a resident of Levelock for a
long, long tine. | grew up there and graduated high
school fromthere. You know, for years and years | have
been a subsi stence user, comercial fisherman for a |ong
time. | utilize the land a | ot and everything, and |
travel a lot. So you know, it's one of ny natures of
habitats is to be out there in the wlderness and travel
and enjoy life and trying to be out there and j ust
recol |l ect nyself, ny own being, if you wll. And you
know, it takes ny heart right to the soul to the earth
ri ght where | need to be.

And it's -- it's -- part of the things inny life is

having the ability to know that our tradition and our way
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of life has salnon in this part of the region and it's --
you know, it's better known throughout the world that our
salnon is enriching our way of |life and we get to live
here. That's great, and | feel so nuch for it.

And | really hope that you take all our comments and
all the natures of the plans and this PLP pl anning and
permtting situation, every task, you know, needl e by
needl e and just, you know -- in our lifestyle we have to
live one step at a tinme, and | hope you pinpoint every
trace of this mning procedures and then get all the
procedures right because we do want to protect all the
berries that's -- that's adjacent to the plan.

We are concerned about the dust control that nay
Infect the water and the clean water in the | akes and the
acidic waste that could condense into the air and fal
back into the ground causing that acidic waste to fall
back into our natures.

So | urge you guys to take our thorough voices and be
considerate to what we live by. W live by our way of
life through the -- through the sal non and t hrough the
traditional lifestyle of hunting. You know, just |ast
year and a half ago Greg Andrew s grandson found an arrow
behi nd Level ock on a hill. That shows a |lot of trace of
lifestyles, and there are traces of lifestyles on those

hills. And there is the habitats out there that -- it's
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all already been discovered, and it's already theirs.

And it's neant to be in a historic process because,
you know, the salnon is our way of life and we have to
nurture sonething, and we m ght as well nurture this
pr ocess.

| certainly hope you guys think about us and think
about the process that each and every plan that the
permtting process has in front of them you know, for the
light of the world, if you will. But this is -- this is
our life and our way of life, and | just wanted to pass
t hat al ong.

And thank you guys for taking the tinme for com ng out
and hearing us. That really neans sonething to me. Thank
you.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: |s Raynond Apokot ak
avai | abl e?

MR, RAYMOND APOKOTAK: Hi . My name is
Raynond Apokotak. |I'mfrom Levelock. And all the sal non
and everything goes by. And what they can do is -- |liKke
the ferry is going to be year-round, and what it's going
to do to all the salnon. And the roads they said they are
going to put in, PLP is going to own it. How are people
going to travel, like, fromhere to Igiugig? How are they
going to travel in the wnter? They can't because it's

private property. And you guys got to think about that.
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And all the animals, they are all -- they are al
going to be gone. There is no nore caribou on that side
of the | ake. They go all the way down towards | giugig and
bel ow.

And | got grandkids out, and they live here. And |
want themto experience the way | grew up, subsistence
| i festyl e and egg gat hering, noose hunting and berry
pi cking and all that.

And | hope you guys take it and -- | know you guys
are here listening, but just listen to the people.
Everybody is here for -- just to our way of life.

Thank you guys again for letting us neet.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: Charl ene Rai ny
[ pronunci ati on] ?

MS. CHARLENE ROEHL: Roeh
[ pronunci ati on] .

MR, SHANE MCCOY: Roehl. My apol ogi es.

MS. CHARLENE RCEHL: My nane is Charl ene
Roehl, and |I'm a BBNC sharehol der and an APC shar ehol der
at the sane tine. And APC is supposed to protect our |and
from people |i ke Pebble, and I'm one of the sharehol ders.
Supporters are |isted on the Pebble website. And Pebble
hi red Trefon Angasan, chairman of the Al aska Peni nsul a
Corporation, to attenpt to convince the |ocal residents to

support the mne. He stated, "W believe in due process."”
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Bristol Bay is one of the nbst productive sockeye
sal non and ki ng sal non regions of the world. Each year up
to 40 mllion sockeye salnon return and spawn in the
rivers and streans, and it al so supports pinks, chuns,
coho salnon. The Bristol Bay area still has not been
altered. The rivers are not dammed. There is not nuch
devel opnent in the area, so salnon are able to be sal non.

Peopl e are concerned about the risks that presents
for the future. There are concerns that groundwater
resources could be contam nated and i npact the fish that
way. | nmean, we use copper to kill off al gae and
everything else in | andscape ponds and in the cities.
That's how the water stays so clean. The copper could
inmpair salnon's ability to snell. Salnon snells to | ocate
prey, to find a nate, and to find their way hone to the
streans they are adapted to.

Qur concern about the type of mne, is it an
aci d-generating m ne? Exposing rocks there to oxygen and
wat er basically creates an acid that dissolves netal. One
of the surveys EPA did over 100 streans, three out of
every four they found sal non. EPA exam ned potenti al
| npact of sone of the mne scenarios, indicating that if
Pebbl e deposits were devel oped, say 0.25 billion to 6.5
billion ton m ned, not even full deposit, that up to 145

kil oneters of streans would be eli m nated.
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We do know t hat Pebbl e deposits are directly under
productive sal non rivers, the Nushagak and Kvi chak.

Pebble Limted Partner put in for water permts, so they
put in for nost of the water that's in a nunber of streans
i n the upper headwaters and al so groundwater in the
region. There are 14 villages of Native Al askans in the
Nushagak and Kvi chak drai nages. W rely on sal non for
subsi stence. W live in a rural area. W don't have
grocery stores like big cities. W rely on sal non for
food security. Qut here in Kokhanok, we rely on fish and
cl ean water for our subsistence and survival.

The science is clear. W would be trading renewabl e
w | d sal non resources for nonrenewabl e m neral resources.
We know the only way here is by plane or boat, and sone of
t he highest cost of living in the U S A But Pebble
devel opers have repeatedly stated that devel opnent nust
not harmthe salnon in the region that are inportant
culturally and comrerci al ly.

And | really -- and it really shouldn't be m ning
versus fishing. Most people in Al aska support mning, as
| do, but not this one in this place. There is no other
pl ace like Bristol Bay. Once it's gone, it's gone. To
see our jobs and way of life taken away by a foreign-owned
mne, the risk is real and undeni able. Jobs and

I ndustries could be wped anway if there was ever a m ne
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di saster because of Pebble M ne.

And you woul d be taking the Natives' way of |iving.
We don't care if everyone thinks we are poor. W have no
jobs, and living off the seasons. Alnbst all Natives are
happy in their tiny villages. W know who is bad, good,
go to work, who is lazy. You know your nei ghbors,
council, clinics, schools and inportant news that affects
everyone in our area.

My grandparents were born and raised out here in the

1800s. W have a lot of history of fishing, trapping,

hunting out here. And today their famly still does the
sane thing. It's the life we choose to |ive.
Myself, I was a permt holder. | retired in '95 and

turned ny permt over to ny son. He's been fishing since
he was three years old, and now his ol dest daughter,
Honey, is fishing al ongside her dad, doing as | had done
with ny nother. M daughter is buying a permt. And to
this day | still fish, putting up over 1,000 red sal non
for nmy famly from Lake Iliama where | call hone.

|f Pebble really wants the copper and gol d, take the
raw ore and process it sonewhere el se besides the
headwat ers of Bristol Bay, and don't barge it through the
| ake. And this would be a place ny children and
grandchildren could Iive for another 100 years, just as |

have been doing since |I noved here in '93.
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and the noney to listen to the people.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: |Is Marlene N el sen
avai | abl e?

UNI DENTI FI ED MALE SPEAKER:  She j ust
wal ked out.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: W©Maybe she will cone
back. Tootsie Roehl.

UNI DENTI FI ED MALE SPEAKER: She left.

MR. ROY ANDREW H . Roy Andrew from
Kokhanok. You can't be fool ed when Pebble or a m ning
conpany or pro devel opnent conpany advertises com ng out
here and tells us that -- or tells the public that they
have considered all of the venues, all of the paths and
t hey have created the perfect good tailings system and
they net all the requirenents. Really being is -- it's
not that long, that m ning conference at -- | don't know
-- New Mexico. And | asked this one -- this guy had done
the -- had done a presentation on a m ning program and
one of the things that he tal ked about was under ground

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And so there | was, | asked himso X many feet down
Into the ground, how did you guys go about on your
mat hemati cal theory systemin dictating and telling us how
under ground -- what aquifer systemworks? And he said
t hey don't know, they guess. Because, say, 30, 40, 50, 60
feet, 100 feet down there, you can't dictate where water
Is going to go. You can't.

And | asked a coupl e guys around Kotzebue area wth
the Red Dog M ne, and what they did was -- for those of
you who aren't famliar with the region up there, there is
a mne up there. Now, what they did was they took
pictures 20 years later after all that was all done, after
all that m ning conpany told everybody where everybody was
all happy and everything else, they were taking pictures
up there.

Now, that was after all the talking -- after they did
all that tal king, you know, and they all sold thensel ves.
Well, the pictures didn't lie. Wat they saw was they saw
w de scale -- well, the dust settled every -- the fine
dust settled everywhere. Wat they saw was they saw a
decrease in the ani mal kingdomand aninmal |ife, everything
up there. And that was a fact.

You cannot believe a mning conpany. | drew up sone
contracts for a living. And believe ne, part of ny job is

| love to out-talk other villages in ny plan for
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applications. GCkay? And it's ny job to wite it all
down. ['Ill talk to everybody that is applying for the
application. Believe ne, the trick is, once you got them
to believe you, you have already won. Ckay?

If I was a mning CEQ, that's what | would do. |
woul d conme up with all these good theories and say, |I'm
going to cone up with the best tailings systemin the
worl d, and you are going to believe ne. That's ny job for
you to believe me. And once | know that you believe ne,
|"ve got you. Ckay? That's what they are paid to do.
These guys are getting paid over $100 an hour as a
consultant to wite this stuff here. That's what they are
paid to do. And they are going to put it on their resune
that they created this project here, this project here,

this project here.

Look at the mnes in Brazil. Look at the Col unbi a
Ri ver all nessed up. Look at the m nes at Nevada. | went
to -- well, a whole bunch of us went to Nevada once, and

we went through several snmall towns that were there,
Nati ve American communiti es.

Guess what they had to do? They fell for the old
trick of believing that man who nmade a |iving convinci ng
everybody that he really, really did a good job. 20 years
| ater they had to inport all of their drinking water,

bottled water. They had no choi ce because they found out

after the fact too late that they fell for the m ning
conpanies, the CEGs, their witers' prom ses, you know, I
prom se you; | prom se you that these are the best plans
ever. No. That was a mi stake. And they only found out
about the fact too |ate.

And when | think of aquifer system | I|ike that
man -- that mning man's answer. And he nade a |iving out
of it. He told us directly that an underground aquifer
systemthat's 100 feet way down, he can't control it. He
can't predict it. Therefore, it's anybody's guess. And
that's where -- howit is with this mning here.

Now, what |I'mafraid of is 30, 40, 50 years from now,
we m ght have one fishing disaster, one after another.
That's what I"'mafraid of. And we may have a pro
devel opnent Congress. W may have a pro devel opnent
Al aska Legislature. Qur oil noney m ght be down, and then
we may go through three or four or five years of bad
fishing seasons. Alaska nay turn to pro devel opnent. W
want that mne, but with these conditions.

My only -- | think ny only solution to that is the
m ning has to be all gone. What |I'"'mafraid of is 30, 40,
50, 60 years down the line, the public may change. That's
what | don't like. That's what | wouldn't like to see.
It's a hard group. It's sonething hard to swall ow, but I

hope we don't get to that.
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And so as far as all of the data that's com ng out,
keep in mind that these guys are paid over $100 to wite
that stuff for us guys to believe. And when they have --
when they see you swallow ng that, that neans that they
got you. And it's terrible, you know. And they |ove
witing it, too. That's what they are paid to do. They
get a high off of that.

And now I'I|l come to the point. Don't fall for al
of that data because all it is, it's all data. |It's pure
specul ation, all data, and they are paid to do it.

poi nted towards the State rather than the Feds. The raw
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deal -- so | have been a docunentary filmmker. | grew up
in a small village in Alaska. | live in Honer now. And |
have been trying to wap ny m nd around these big

devel opnents for a long tinme and just try to understand
how t hey work. And sonething that really, really doesn't
make any sense to ne is that the way these mnes insure
agai nst disaster is they have bonds that are held by the
St at e.

And so when we | ook at all -- when we cut through the
BS and we | ook at the track record, whenever there has
been |l arge mne failures, tailings dans failures, which
t here have been a ton -- there's a website. There's just
this -- there is a long, scrolling list. Everyone knows
about Mount Polley. There is just one after the next of
these mnes, large mnes' tailings damfacilities that are
supposed to | ast forever. That's what they say. What the
hel |l does forever nmean? Like, you are lying. You know
nobody beli eves you because here is the track record.

They don't | ast even ten years, in some cases.

So here is the deal. Here is sonething that is so
appalling to ne is that the State is the insurance policy,
basically. W say give us -- we take -- the State holds
t he bonds. Wat | suggest we do, because every tinme the
m ne devel oper cones, they say trust us. W are going to

do a better job than Mount Polley. W are going to do a
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better job.

What |' m suggesting is say stop asking us to trust
you. Convince an insurance conpany to trust you just like
any other mne -- just |ike any other business, and neke
sure that the policy -- that we are in control of what the
policy covers, so in 100 years if the damfails, then they
still have to pay. And whoever signed their nane on the
contract -- when they say trust us, we say, okay, sign
your nane, so that in 100 years we find your heir and
whoever your noney is into, that we can get you to cone
clean it up. Because the way it is right now, it's a
socialized risk for private profit. And that's not fair
to Al aska.

We pick up the price tag when the failure happens,
but they | eave with the profit. And this is the part of
the systemthat we allow themto get away with. And as
the State of Al aska, we have to have a better policy where
It says you have to have actual insurance by a |arge
I nsurance conpany. W are not the insurance hol der
because we are bad at risk assessnment. You want to prove
t hat you can do a good job? Convince an insurance
conpany.

That's ny testinony.

MR. SHANE MCCOY: Well, folks, that's the

list of folks that wanted to testify in front of a |arge
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group. At this time, until soneone else would like to
provide testinony to a large group, I'mgoing to turn the
mc off. Anyone who wants to cone speak to the court
reporter and have your comments recorded directly, not in
front of a large group, not in front of the m crophone,
invite you to do so.

The video that we are showng wll be
avai l able, and a |l ot of baseline data that we are taking a
hard | ook at is also available to folks to help inform
t heir comments.

But again, | would |like to thank you all for show ng
up. The public involvenent is an inportant part of the
process. And the fact that there is so nany people here
t oday shows a concerted effort and desire to be part of
that process to help informthe analysis. So again, |'d
li ke to thank you on behalf of the United States Arny and
mysel f. Thank you for having us.

effort. The Al aska Peninsul a Corporation, formed under
the Al aska Native Clains Settlenent Act of 1971 and the
| ar gest private | andowner at Kokhanok and Newhal en,
expresses a strong support for a total and fair review of
PLP's permt application for devel opnent of Pebble M ne.

Additionally, Al aska Peninsula Corporation and the

Kokhanok Village Council express serious concerns for
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potential term nation of opportunity that benefits both
shar ehol ders and residents of Kokhanok and Newhal en.

Kokhanok has exhibited significantly high rates of
unenpl oynment for many years. The regi onal econony of
Bristol Bay as a whole suffers and is known to have
unenpl oynment rates that far exceed the national average.
The Lake and Pen Borough has an unenpl oynent rate of 16
percent. Presently comercial fishing has a very limted
effect on Kokhanok's | ocal econony. The nyth that
commercial fishing will sustain an econony is false.
There are only four commercial fishing drift permts |eft
in the comunity of Kokhanok. Less commercial fishing
permts equate to fewer jobs and only satisfy a snall
portion of the communities for year-round enpl oynent.

At this tinme Al aska Peni nsul a Corporation and the
Kokhanok Vil lage Council respectfully ask the Corps of
Engi neers to consider the state of the | ocal and regional
econom es and the inpact of the denial of Pebble's
appl i cati on on Kokhanok and the surrounding vill ages
future sustainability.
