Per your request, BioResource Consultants, Inc. (BRC) has revised its November 21 cost estimate for a
five-week Peregrine Falcon trapping program on the Farallon Islands (Table 1). Our estimate assumes
two experienced falcon trappers (Brian Latta and Nick Todd) work five days per week on site during the
five-week trapping program, as well as translocation and two months’ husbandry of seven Peregrines and
up to 20 additional individual birds (e.g., Common Raven, Burrowing Owl, other raptor species) for
varying lengths of time. We assume that the trappers’ transportation to and from the island is taken care
of and that basic lodging at the field facility will be available.
