SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: On August 16, 2013, we published a Federal Register notice (78 FR 50082) announcing the availability of the DEIS for a proposed project to eradicate non-native invasive house mice from the South Farallon Islands, part of the Farallon National Wildlife Refuge off the coast of California.  We are now issuing a Revised DEIS, which clarifies language on the population status of the ashy storm-petrel and revises the assessment of impacts to the ashy storm-petrel under the No Action alternative.

This is to inform you of the availability of a Revised Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) for the South Farallon Islands Invasive House Mouse Eradication Project, Farallon National Wildife Refuge, California.


On August 16, 2013, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service) issued a Draft EIS for a proposed project to eradicate invasive house mice from the South Farallon Islands.  The purpose of this project is to benefit native seabirds, amphibians, invertebrates, and plants, as well as to enhance ecosystem processes on the islands.  The South Farallon Islands have sustained ecological damage over many decades from the presence of invasive mice.  Eradicating house mice would eliminate the last remaining invasive vertebrate species on the Refuge, thereby enhancing the recovery of sensitive seabird populations on the islands.  The Service is now issuing a Revised DEIS which clarifies language on the population status of one of the native seabirds that would benefit from the proposed project and revises the assessment of impacts to this same species.

A Notice of Availability of the Revised DEIS is expected to be published in the Federal Register on October 4, 2013.
