I am pleased to inform you of the availability of the Draft Environmental Impact Statement 


(DEIS) for the South Farallon Islands Invasive House Mouse Eradication Project, Farallon 


National Wildlife Refuge, California. 


 


The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service) proposes to eradicate invasive house mice from the 


South Farallon Islands.  The purpose of this project is to benefit native seabirds, amphibians, 


invertebrates, and plants, as well as to enhance ecosystem processes on the islands.  The South 


Farallon Islands have sustained ecological damage over many decades from the presence of 


invasive mice.  Eradicating house mice would eliminate the last remaining invasive vertebrate 


species on the Refuge, thereby enhancing the recovery of sensitive seabird populations on the 


islands.
