comments on the final Alternatives Selection Report, and | believe that Russ is still waiting for some
comments on the gull PVA and the ASSP power analysis. In addition, | am waiting for comments on
the gull risk assessment (Gerry | will send you a copy later this week), so that Stantec can
incorporate changes into the report before | insert sections into the EIS. Dan is working to
complete the three trial reports from 2010 and 2011, FWS is working to complete the draft
biosecurity plan, and PRBO is working to complete the species list and food web.
