I have not yet submitted a CRequest to modify my contract so | can pay Tenera for the work they
have completed so far. I'm happy to wait until the end of the week, so | only have to submit one
CRequest (aka DI-1 for DOI) even if it is includes more than one account code.

Please note that infomraiton in the characterization will not only be used in the EIS but the data will
also used to assess any before and after impacts, if needed. Having Tenera give us a complete
characterization now will save us time and money later. We pretty much need to do the same tasks
to set up, review and analyze the data for a brief characterization for the EIS and for any impacts
assessment. I'm thinking that we would only need to perform impacts assessment if there are any
mishaps with delivery of the pellets, e.g. accidental release directly into the sanctuary. Toxicology
will need to be dealt with through USFWS sources.
