Upper Klamath NWR site of largest wetland restoration in Western U.S.
One of the largest wetland restoration projects in the Western U.S cleared the final step in a decade long process to becoming reality in the upper Klamath Basin of south-central Oregon. The Service issued a final Environmental Assessment and Finding of No Signification Impact for the Upper Klamath National Wildlife Refuge/Agency Lake and Barnes units project last month.  The project will increase water storage and fringe wetland habitat on approximately 14,000 acres that will benefit migratory waterfowl, restore historic stream channels, and improve water quality, habitat and passage for important fish and aquatic species.
