impacting T&E species?  I do not know if impacts are occurring, but it is
possible, particularly due to multiple water withdraws for a variety of
purposes on the Allegheny River and the Shenango River (where we have
multiple endangered mussel species).  Attached is a recent letter that
addresses this concern in relation to a withdraw that is likely
being proposed to supply shale gas extraction.  

have they completed any consultations or HCPs for facilities that have cooling water intake
structures?

they are aware that this many facilities overlap T&E species in their area?
 The number is very surprising. Some may be 'grandfathered in'/baseline so
we had no opportunity to consider them.
