These national requirements, which will be implemented through National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits, apply to the location, design,
construction, and capacity of cooling water intake structures (CWIS) at regulated facilities
by setting requirements that reflect the best technology available (BTA) for minimizing
adverse environmental impact. On April 20, 2011, EPA published a proposed rule that
included several options for addressing these impacts. EPA published two Notices of Data
Availability (NODA), on June 11, 2012 and June 12, 2012, that further clarified EPA’s
approach. This final rule constitutes EPA’s response to the remand of the Phase Il and
Phase lll rules.
