Regarding Shane's email below, we have a few things to discuss internally:
1. We need to determine who from the Service will attend the meeting. I’d suggest it be me,
Catherine, and Melissa (acting for Drew) at a minimum. If the Corps adds Sheila Newman as
an attendee, then it would be worth us having Mary attend, if she is available.
2. We need to confirm we all agree that this project should most appropriately be a formal
consultation. I think we are in agreement, but just want to make sure before you really push
the issue. The draft BA in the DEIS made NLAA calls for all species and CH. AFWCO would not
concur with those determinations, but just want to make sure we are on the same page.
3. We need to decide how to respond regarding the Corps’ stance that PLP is their non-
Federal representative. They can certainly designate a non-Fed rep (and in this case they
have), but that only applies to informal consultation (and the Corps is still responsible for
their determination). If we state that we think this should be formal consultation, then it
would minimize PLP’s role in the consultation process.
4. Also, our decision on s7 has implications or is related to how the project might be
authorized under MMPA.
5. It seems like the Corps and PLP are trying to treat each component of the project (i.e.,
exploratory surveys, construction, operations and maintenance) as discreet actions. Drew
and I have discussed the issue – I think we agree that there should be a single consultation
analyzing all components as a single action. Otherwise, the Corps is piecemealing actions.


I think those are the main issues I’ve identified. I would like to get a response to Shane outlining
some of these issues.

Regarding Shane's email below, we have a few things to discuss internally:


1. We need to determine who from the Service will attend the meeting. I’d suggest it
be me, Catherine, and Melissa (acting for Drew) at a minimum. If the Corps adds
Sheila Newman as an attendee, then it would be worth us having Mary attend, if she
is available.


2. We need to confirm we all agree that this project should most appropriately be a
formal consultation. I think we are in agreement, but just want to make sure before
you really push the issue. The draft BA in the DEIS made NLAA calls for all species
and CH. AFWCO would not concur with those determinations, but just want to make
sure we are on the same page.


3. We need to decide how to respond regarding the Corps’ stance that PLP is their
non-Federal representative. They can certainly designate a non-Fed rep (and in this
case they have), but that only applies to informal consultation (and the Corps is still
responsible for their determination). If we state that we think this should be formal
consultation, then it would minimize PLP’s role in the consultation process.


4. Also, our decision on s7 has implications or is related to how the project might be
authorized under MMPA.


5. It seems like the Corps and PLP are trying to treat each component of the project
(i.e., exploratory surveys, construction, operations and maintenance) as discreet
actions. Drew and I have discussed the issue – I think we agree that there should be a
single consultation analyzing all components as a single action. Otherwise, the Corps
is piecemealing actions.
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I think those are the main issues I’ve identified. I would like to get a response to Shane
outlining some of these issues.


Let me know what you think.

Changes to the Project since the DEIS


Detailed descriptions of PLP’s proposed Project including components and activities are described in The Pebble Project: Project Description (PLP 2018a) and in the Pebble Project Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) (USACE 2019). The descriptions include Project design revisions made after the public release of the above-referenced documents including:


· Amakdedori Port – PLP’s initial causeway and wharf proposal included a sheet-pile with solid fill causeway and dock. The design was changed to a caisson supported structure. In contrast to a sheet-pile design, the caisson supported structure will (1) minimize impacts to waters of the U.S., (2) avoid impeding longshore water flow, and (3) eliminate the underwater noise impacts to marine mammals associated with pile driving.


· Lightering Facilities and Lighter Navigational Buoys – Geotechnical data collected in 2019 indicated that marine anchors could be installed using concrete blocks and large mass anchors. This eliminated the contingency of using drilling anchor installation techniques from consideration, reducing potential underwater noise impacts to marine mammals.


Other Project design changes that do not intersect with listed species ranges or critical habitat and are not described in this BA include:


· Facilities at Iliamna Lake – North Ferry Terminal at Iliamna Lake was realigned east to Eagle Bay. Consequently, the access road, and ferry lake crossing location were also realigned.


· Mine Site Facility Changes – Changes and adjustment were performed to various pads and roads to avoid and minimize impacts to waters of the U.S.





Federal Action


PLP proposes the following activities under USACE authority in waters of the U.S. and overlapping with ESA Species range and/or critical habitat: the discharge of dredged and fill material associated with the construction of a causeway/wharf for Amakdedori Port; installation of two lighted navigation buoys; installation of spread anchor mooring systems for lightering at two separate locations below the mean high water mark of the Cook Inlet; and installation of 104-miles of natural gas pipeline across the Cook Inlet below the mean high water mark.  In-water port construction and lightering mooring placement would occur over one May-September period, and pipeline construction over one June-August period.





Proposed activities within USACE authority in waters of the U.S. but not within ESA species range or critical habitat include the construction of two ferry terminals on Lake Iliamna; installation of four mooring/navigation buoys in Lake Iliamna; the installation of 18-miles of natural gas pipeline; the construction of an open pit mine, tailings and water storage impoundments; the construction of power plants; rock source sites; mineral processing facilities; a port facility; and roads.





Additional required federal authorizations for the Project include: Bureau of Safety and Environmental Enforcement (BSEE) authorization for the pipeline right-of-way in Federal waters; and U.S. Coast Guard (USCG) authorization for a bridge across navigable waters (Newhalen River) under Title 33 Navigation and Navigable Waters, Subchapter J, Bridges (33 CFR 114 through Parts 118).





Potential Consequences of the Federal Action on ESA


PLP’s proposed actions in Cook Inlet have the potential to affect listed northern sea otters and Steller’s eiders or their critical habitat through:


1. Disturbance (acoustics, visual, turbidity) from construction of Amakdedori Port, the natural gas pipeline, and installation of spread anchor mooring systems, the lighted navigation buoys, and vessel maneuvering associated with construction.


2. Construction vessel strike of sea otters, especially pups and ill adults, or eider collision with anchored construction vessels or structures.


3. Foraging habitat (and prey) loss from the Amakdedori Port causeway and wharf construction (placement of caissons) and pipeline construction (trenching and sidecasting).





Impacts of the Federal Action on Northern Sea Otter 


1. Disturbances


a. Acoustics - Port construction, pipeline construction, and vessel movements directly associated with construction would contribute to existing vessel traffic noise in lower Cook Inlet and would be the dominant noise sources in Kamishak Bay during the period that construction of the port and pipeline occur.  Noise harassment of sea otters due to thruster use during pipeline construction is limited to 59 ft.  Installation of mooring structures could disturb otters by the presence of vessels and barges, but no significant underwater noise is expected to be generated and any effects would be short-term. Similar short-term acoustical harassment is expected from installation of the causeway/wharf. All noise associated with the project are of continuous sources and none reach levels considered harmful to otters (harassing levels only).


b. Visual – Port construction, pipeline construction, and vessel movements directly associated with construction could visually disturb sea otters which would behavioral changes (likely avoidance).  Fill discharge at the proposed port location and trenching during pipeline installation could temporarily suspend sediments that might visually impair otters from using the affected area or bury benthic resources.


c. Turbidity – Sediment suspension would occur during the construction of the subsea pipeline (trenching), and during the leveling of the substrate prior to caisson placement which might visually impair otters from using the affected area.  


2. Construction vessel strikes - Very little vessel traffic will occur during wharf and pipeline construction. All vessels, including those arriving and departing the construction areas, will travel within sea otter critical habitat at speeds less than 10 knots (kt) (<18.5 km/hr), while during actual construction, vessel traffic will be limited to barge maneuvering and anchor-handling in the immediate construction vicinity. While all age classes of otters are susceptible to high-speed vessels, only pups not yet able to dive (<3 months old) or ill adults are probably susceptible to collision from slow moving (<10 kt) barges and construction support vessels. Research has shown that vessel strike is a reoccurring mortality factor across all Alaskan sea otter populations.


3. Foraging habitat (and prey) loss - Approximately 2.1 ac of benthic feeding habitat (sea otter critical habitat) would be buried during the caisson causeway and wharf construction, and another 0.15 ac buried by the 20 anchor blocks at the two lightering facilities (outside sea otter critical habitat).





Impacts of the Federal Action on Northern Sea Otter Critical Habitat


Approximately 2.1 ac of benthic feeding habitat (sea otter critical habitat) would be buried during the caisson causeway and wharf construction.  Approximately 10.5 mi of the total pipeline construction would occur within northern sea otter critical habitat equating to about 76 ac of temporary habitat impact due to trenching and side-cast of trench material. The proposed locations of the lightering facilities (mooring structures) are purposely placed outside of northern sea otter critical habitat.





Impacts of the Federal Action on Steller’s Eider


1. Disturbances


a. Port and pipeline construction would each occur over one summer season. Direct encounters with Steller’s eiders are, therefore, likely only after mid-August when birds begin arriving in Kamishak Bay to begin molting. It is unclear how the distribution of these late summer eiders might overlap with construction activities, but the molting process would limit the bird’s flying ability and possibly their ability to avoid construction activities.  


b. Acoustics/Visual - There are no underwater noise concerns with this bird, but the acoustic and visual presence of vessel traffic could disturb resting flocks of eiders, although effects are expected to be temporary. Still, repeated disturbance of eider flocks could lead to increased stress and reduced fitness during the already stressful winter period.


a. Turbidity – Sediment suspension would occur during the construction of the subsea pipeline (trenching), and during the leveling of the substrate prior to caisson placement which might visually impair eider from using the affected area.  


2. Collision with anchored construction vessels or structures - Construction vessels would be present in the late summer when Steller’s eiders begin arriving in Kamishak Bay to molt.  There is a low risk of eider collision with construction vessels. There is also a low risk for late summer eiders striking elevated construction equipment such cranes and light stanchions.  The port, lightering facilities, navigation buoys, and project vessels all represent new elevated structures in their marine environment and a new anthropogenic threat for eiders. 


3. Foraging habitat (and prey) loss - Approximately 2.1 ac of benthic feeding habitat would be buried during the caisson causeway and wharf construction, and another 0.15 ac buried by the 20 anchor blocks at the two lightering facilities.  Habitat would be temporarily impacted due to trenching and sidecast of trench material.
