The National Wildlife Refuge System, managed by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, is the
nation’s premier habitat conservation network, encompassing more than 150 million acres.
Most refuges admit the public free year-round, but a few normally charge a small entrance fee
to cover maintenance and visitor services.
