RE: Withdrawal of Petitions for 14 Southeastern Freshwater Species 
 
Dear Secretary Jewell and others: 
 
On April 20, 2010, the Center for Biological Diversity and allies petitioned for 
Endangered Species Act protection for 404 aquatic, riparian, and wetland species from 
the southeastern United States. On September 27, 2011, the Service issued a positive 90-
day finding for 374 of the species in the petition (76 FR 59836).  
 
In light of new information we have received on the status of 14 of the petitioned species, 
we are no longer seeking federal protection for these 14 species and hereby withdraw 
them from the petition:
