[bookmark: h.gjdgxs]Updating the ECOSListedAnimals and ECOSListedPlants domains for the HCP FWS FGDB

The steps below guide you through how to update the ECOSListedAnimals and ECOSListedPlants domains with new information from the ECOS list. 

a) Obtain an updated species table from ECOS.  Keep only those species with status equal to E, EXPE, EXPN, EmE, EmT, SAE, SAT or T as these are considered “listed” species.

b) Create a new column called description and populate this field with Common Name (Scientific Name) (Population) by calculating the values from the ECOS fields of comname (sciname) (pop_abrev).  Population will only be calculated for those species with designated population segments.

c) Create one worksheet for animals and one for plants by copying and pasting select species into new worksheets.  You can use the vipcode field where the first letter P = plants, I = invertebrates and A = animals to sort and select the appropriate species.

d) Format these tables so they have one column for the TSN value and another column for the description.

e) Sort table ascending alphabetically based on the description value.

f) Save the Excel table and exit.

g) Use Table to Table in ArcToolbox (Conversion Tools > To Geodatabase > Table to Table) to convert these tables to geodatabase tables.

h) Next use Table to Domain (Data Management Tools > Domains > Table to Domain) to create new updated domains and overwrite the old domains.  For Input Table navigate to the new table which you created in previous step and select that table.  In Code Field select the TSN value.  For Description Field select description.  For Input Workspace, navigate to the geodatabase which contains the old domain that you are trying to update, and select the name of this geodatabase.  In Domain Name enter either ECOSListedAnimals or ECOSListedPlants, this is the name of the original domain and the updated domain will retain this name.  For Domain Description (optional) enter either ECOS Listed Animals (YYYYMMDD) or ECOS Listed Plants (YYYYMMDD), with YYYYMMDD representing the date the new ECOS list was published.  Finally, for Update Option (optional) select Replace, this will overwrite the old domain with the new.  Click OK.

i) In ArcCatalog navigate to the geodatabase containing the domain and double check to see that the domain did in fact get updated.  You can do this by right clicking on the name of the geodatabase and choosing Properties, then select the Domains tab.  Find the ECOS listed species domain that you just updated and make sure the new values have been added.



[bookmark: h.30j0zll]Updating the ITIS_TESS_animals and ITIS_TESS_plants domains for the HCP FWS FGDB

The steps below guide you through how to update the IT IS_TESS_animals and ITIS_TESS_plants domains with updated information. 

a) From ECOS obtain updated tables for TESS and ITIS species lists.  Combine all the values from these two tables into a new table.

b) Create a new column called description and populate this field with Common Name (Scientific Name) by calculating from the original table values.

c) Create one worksheet for animals and one for plants by copying and pasting select species into new worksheets.

d) Format these tables so they have one column for the TSN and another column for the description.

e) Sort table ascending alphabetically based on the description value.

f) Save the Excel table and exit.

g) Use Table to Table in ArcToolbox (Conversion Tools > To Geodatabase > Table to Table) to convert these tables to geodatabase tables.

h) Next use Table to Domain (Data Management Tools > Domains > Table to Domain) to create new updated domains and overwrite the old domains.  For Input Table navigate to the new table which you created in previous step and select that table.  In Code Field select the TSN.  For Description Field select either description.  For Input Workspace, navigate to the geodatabase which contains the old domain that you are trying to update, and select the name of this geodatabase.  In Domain Name enter either IT IS_TESS_animals or ITIS_TESS_plants, this is the name of the original domain and the updated domain will retain this name.  For Domain Description (optional) enter either ITIS/TESS Animals (YYYYMMDD) or ITIS/TESS Plants (YYYYMMDD), with YYYYMMDD representing the date the new list was published.  Finally, for Update Option (optional) select Replace, this will overwrite the old domain with the new.  Click OK.

i) In ArcCatalog navigate to the geodatabase containing the domain and double check to see that the domain did in fact get updated.  You can do this by right clicking on the name of the geodatabase and choosing Properties, then select the Domains tab.  Find the ITIS_TESS species domain that you just updated and make sure the new values have been added.
