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2012 Federal Junior Duck Stamp Program Louisiana Winners

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service sponsors the annual Federal Junior Duck Stamp Art Competition. The
Federal Junior Duck Stamp Conservation and Design Program (JDS) is a dynamic arts curriculum that
teaches wetlands and waterfowl conservation to students in kindergarten through high school. The
program incorporates scientific and wildlife management principles into a visual arts curriculum with
participants completing a JDS design as their visual “term paper”.

Louisiana had a total of 304 entries from 10 Elementary Schools, 3 Middle/Jr. High Schools, 7
High Schools and 5 Independents (Art Guilds and Home School). Group I had 52 entries, Group
II had 168 entries, Group III had 65 entries and Group IV had 20 entries.

This year’s judging took place on 28 March at the headquarters/Visitor Center for the Tensas River
National Wildlife Refuge (TRNWR), in Tallulah, Louisiana. The panel of five judges consisted of artist,
graphics designer, federal biologists and retired waterfowl biologist. The talent displayed in this year’s
competition was amazing. There were truly works of art in every grade level. The judges had a hard time
selecting a winner.

Noah Bounds from Blanchard won “Best of Show” with his painting of a Ruddy Duck. His artwork has
been sent to Washington D.C. for the national Junior Duck Stamp competition which will be shown live
at www.fws.gov/juniorduckstamp on 20 April.

Every competitor will receive a certificate. The top thirty-six winners in each group will receive a ribbon.
The Best of Show winner will also receive $100. Each participant who attends the Award’s Ceremony at
the Birding/Heritage Celebration on 28 April at Tensas River NWR Visitor Center will receive a prize.
The top thirty-six Louisiana winning pictures will be displayed around the state during the year. A
sampling of the winners’ artwork can be viewed at: http://www.fws.gov/tensasriver/.
