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Cameron Prairie National Wildlife Refuge No longer Issuing America the 
Beautiful- National Parks and Federal Recreational Lands Passes  
 
Cameron Prairie National Wildlife Refuge will no longer serve as an issuing site 
for the federal lands Senior and Access passes within the America the Beautiful- 
National Parks and Federal Recreational Lands  or “Interagency” Pass Program.  
Remaining supplies of the cards will be issued until they run out or September 
30, 2013, whichever comes first.   
 
Senior and Access passes are now available through mail order from U.S. 
Geological Survey (USGS). Mail order applications or a list of alternate issuing 
sites may be found on the website at: store.usgs.gov/pass/general.html  
 
The interagency pass program has a suite of annual and lifetime passes that 
provide U.S. citizens and visitors an affordable and convenient way to access 
more than 2,000 Federal recreation sites on Bureau of Land Management (BLM), 
Bureau of Reclamation (Reclamation), USDA Forest Service (USDA FS), 
National Park Service (NPS), and US Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) lands that 
charge entrance or Standard Amenity Fees.  Senior and Access passes may 
also provide the pass owner a discount on some expanded Amenity Fees such 
as camping. 
 
To obtain a Senior or Access pass at Cameron Prairie NWR through September 
30, 2013  or while supplies last, we recommend that you call ahead to ensure 
availability, 337-598-2216.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service is the principal federal agency responsible for conserving, 

protecting, and enhancing fish, wildlife, and plants and their habitats for the continuing benefit of 

the American people. The Service manages the 95-million-acre National Wildlife Refuge System 

that encompasses more than 540 national wildlife refuges, thousands of small wetlands, and 



other special management areas.
