Hunting Regulations
	 Deer firearms and muzzleloader 	

	 during State seasons in accordance 	
	 with all applicable State, Federal 	
	 and refuge regulations, and as 		
	 posted.

	 Deer archery, ruffed and 
	 sharp-tailed grouse; open the first 	
	 day of the deer firearms season and 	
	 close according to State seasons.

	 Youth waterfowl and deer hunts 	
	 during State seasons in designated 	
	 areas.

	 All other wildlife species are 	 	
	 protected and may not be hunted. 

	 Vehicles and hunters may not
	 enter the refuge before 5:30 a.m. 	
	 and must leave the refuge each day 	
	 as soon as possible after the legal 	
	 hunting time. 
 No off-road vehicles or snowmobiles.
	 Vehicles must remain on designated 	

	 roads.
	 Use of non-motorized bicycles and 	

	 boats and wheeled carts are allowed 	
	 EXCEPT in the Wilderness Area 	
	 and Closed Areas.  

	 Hunting Stands or Blinds
	 - No permanent stands.
	 - Portable or temporary hunting 	
	 	 blinds or stands are permitted but 	
	 	 must be removed each day.
	 - No nails, wires, screws, bolts or 	
	 	 metal objects may be used to 
	 	 attach stands to a tree or to climb 	
	 	 trees.

	 Occupying illegally set up or 
	 	 constructed ground or elevated 	
	 	 stands is prohibited.

	 Grouse Hunters – nontoxic shot 	
	 	 only; hunting dogs permitted.   

	 No overnight camping, parking, or 	
	 	 open fires.

	 Shooting; on, from, over, across or
	 	 within 30’ of the road edge is 
	 	 prohibited.

	 Entry into the closed area for any 	
	 reason is prohibited.

	 Do not park, block, or in any 
	 manner restrict access to roads and 	
	 gates.

	 No target, skeet, trap or 
	 indiscriminate shooting allowed.

	 Use or possession of alcoholic 
	 beverages while hunting is 
	 prohibited.
