Dear Educator,
Thank you for the work you do to help your students learn about the natural world around them. We look forward to working with you to design a field trip that will be educational, fun, and an extension of your classroom learning.

Here are a few things to note:

· We will try to accommodate your first choice for a field trip date, but sometimes we cannot.
· You will be e-mailed written confirmation of your field trip date. This confirmation will also serve as your entrance fee waiver. The entrance fee will be waived for formal educational groups planning a continued unit of study that focuses on the natural environment. 
· Lunch: Several outdoor locations are provided for your group to have lunch. All groups are responsible for packing out their garbage when they leave the Refuge. 
· Indoor Activities: Indoor activities will be facilitated by Refuge educators in the Environmental Education Center. Parent and teacher assistance is required. Activities are 30-45 minutes long and will be chosen to meet the goals of your field trip. 
· Trail Time: Since learning and wildlife observation is best in small groups we ask you to divide into groups of 5 students with one parent chaperone to walk together along the trails. We cannot guarantee availability of Refuge volunteers to assist with your trail time. Chaperones are often asked to lead their own small groups while on Refuge trails. 
· Only teachers who have participated in a field trip orientation workshop within the past three years are able to schedule a class for their field trip between May 15th and the end of the school year.  Teachers who have attended this workshop and scheduled a field trip within the past two years may continue to schedule field trips between May 15th and the end of the school year without re-taking the workshop. 
· Field Trip Requests for March through the end of the school year are not accepted until the 2nd Monday in January.
