
Quivira encompasses 22,135 acres of sand 
prairie, inland salt marsh, stream corridor, 
and numerous wetlands.  The Refuge’s lo-
cation in the central Great Plains offers the 
visitor an opportunity to view both eastern 
and western wildlife species. 
 
The following set of checklists represent 
species that have been documented by 
photograph, reliable sightings, and/or 
specimen during the last decade.  Addi-
tional species believed to be within range 
of Quivira are also listed.  Anyone having 
information that may update these lists, 
including photographic documentation, 
are asked to contact the Refuge.
