NOTICE!  Beginning July 1, 2015, portions of the canoe reservation system is moving ONLINE to   Recreation.gov (http://www.recreation.gov/). There are several changes that are going to be a part of this new system beginning on or around July 1, 2015. 
1. You will be able to view availability of platforms on the website in real-time.  Group Leaders will need to log-in to Recreation.gov and create a profile before calling to make a reservation.
2. Reservations will be made by calling the Canoe Reservation Hotline at 912-496-3331 from 7:00 am -10:00 am EST, Monday-Friday, excluding federal holidays.
3. The booking window is changing from 2 months to 6 months to the date.  Example: You are interested in beginning your trip on October 1; you can book your trip as early as April 1.
4. There will be a non-refundable $6 transaction fee in addition to the reservation fees.  Fees (for at least one canoeist) must be paid at the time of the reservation using a credit card, no checks will be accepted.
5. The trip leader will be responsible for printing out the camping permit and all necessary parking placards for vehicles.  The refuge will no longer issue permits or placards.
6. Once the permit is printed by the trip leader, absolutely no changes can be made (including the number of people).
7. Refund Policy:  If you cancel your reservation at least 14 days prior to your entry date, all use fees (less one person/night reservation - $15) will be refunded.  The $6.00 reservation fee is non-refundable for all reservations.  If you cancel your reservation 13 days or less prior to the entry date, none of the fees will be refunded.  If the refuge must cancel your reservation due to extreme weather events requiring the closure of the refuge and trails (hurricane, wildfire), you will be immediately notified and a full refund of fees will be issued.  
8. Mixons Hammock will be a general public camping option, no longer limited to Youth/Scout groups.  No discounts will be offered for Youth/Scout groups to camp at Mixons Hammock.  Group size will be limited to 20 people.
9. All changes will not go into effect until the online reservation system begins.
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
