NEW HUNT PERMIT PROCEDURES

	The Canaan Valley National Wildlife Refuge (CVNWR) is a unique place for many public uses including hunting.  Previously, there were several steps to obtain a hunt permit package which depended on several factors.  In order to simplify the process for both the hunter and administrative staff at CVNWR, new hunt permit procedures will be implemented in the 2016-2017 hunting seasons.  Management will still have the ability to obtain hunt harvest information on most species in coordination with West Virginia Department of Natural Resources (WVDNR).  
	In previous years, in order to obtain a hunt package, a hunter had to call or email administrative staff to request a hunt permit before hunting on CVNWR.  In that hunt package were three items; current year hunt brochure, a numbered vehicle placard, and a signed numbered card.  Starting in the 2016-2017 hunting season, the only specific document the hunter will need from CVNWR will be a hunt permit/brochure.  The new steps to obtain a hunt permit/brochure are:
· Obtain a hunt permit/brochure at a kiosk location listed below.  Fill out the personal information completely in the white block on the front of the hunt permit/brochure.  The information should match your photo ID and WV Hunting License.
· Be sure to SIGN the hunt permit/brochure, stating that you have read the Refuge regulations. 
· Carry the hunt permit/brochure on your person at all times while hunting.  The entire brochure can be carried or you may cut out and carry the white block with the personal information.
The hunt permit/brochure will be available at all kiosks throughout the Refuge as well as the Visitor Center.

· Parking lot at A-Frame Road termination

invites hunters to hunt on the Refuge. Hunters must obtain and carry a signed CVNWR Hhunt Ppermit/brochure, the appropriate West Virginia State Hunting License, and a photo ID while hunting on CVNWR..  There is no charge for the CVNWR Hunt Permit and the process for obtaining the Hunt Permit is being simplified to make it easier and more convenient for the hunter.  The new process will also be less costly to the taxpayer for administration of the program. The new Hunt Permit process will commence with the 2016-2017 hunting season.
	The blue hunt brochure, which all current hunters have received, will be slightly modified and become the new Hunt Permit.  The Hunt Permit/Brochure will be available at all kiosks throughout the Refuge as well as the Visitor Center.

Here are the steps to validate your Hunt Permit:
· Obtain the Hunt Permit/Brochure.  This can be done upon arrival to hunt.
· Fill out the personal information completely in the white block on the front of the Hunt Permit.  The information should match your photo ID and WV Hunting License.
· Be sure to SIGN the Hunt Permit
· Carry the Hunt Permit on your person at all times while hunting.  The entire brochure can be carried or you may cut out the white block with the personal information and just carry it.

CVNWR recognizes the hunting rules and regulations of the State of West Virginia. Hunting on the Refuge is permitted in accordance with state and refuge regulations from September 1 through February 28 and also during the spring turkey season.must comply with these regulations.  In addition, hunting is closed on the refuge from May 1 to August 31 to protect hikers, bikers, and other visitors to the Refuge.
It is important that, when you check your game file your harvest report with the State of West Virginia Electronic Game Checking System at www.wvhunt.com or by phone, you be sure to indicate that the game was taken on the Canaan Valley National Wildlife Refuge. This requires the following steps using the appropriate data:
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Complying with this reporting procedure will eliminate the need to turn in a hunt replace the hHarvest rReport form.  Hunters DO NOT need to turn in a hunt harvest report form by June 15 of the accompanying year in order to obtain a hunt permit/brochure for the following year.  Biological data will be obtained through the above process.    that was formerly required to be sent in to the Refuge.
