Prairie Science Class Top 10 Field Activities
1. Seton Watch (a silent, solo, still observation of nature)

2. Bio-Blitz (seasonal or monthly inventory of plant and animal life in the prairie and wetlands)

3. Aquatic Invertebrate Lab (study of insects and other arthropods that live in our wetlands)

4. Discovery Hikes (walking in the outdoor classroom to see what is happening in nature today)

5. Lay Back (laying on your back eyes closed or open, resting, observing the sky, listening)

6. Seed Gathering/Prairie Restoration (discovering what native plant seed can be gathered, gathering it in season, sowing it later)

7. Sound Map (listening in the outdoor classroom and mapping the sounds heard at a given time, then comparing maps from different sites/times)

8. Open a Window (moving the prairie grasses aside to see the ground and what is happening there)

9. Study Stations (returning to the same study place over time & seasons)

10. Sketching (teaching and practicing basic sketching techniques as an observation tool)
