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Youth Conservation Corps Application Available
Looking for a job this summer?  Savanna District of Upper Mississippi River National Wildlife and Fish Refuge will be hiring four High School students from the River Ridge and West Carroll School Districts this summer to work as a member of our Youth Conservation Corps crew.  This year, the YCC crew will begin Monday, June 15, and end eight weeks later on Friday, August 7.  The weekly work schedule will be 40 hours per week, Monday to Friday, 7:30 AM to 4:00 PM and crew members will be paid the Illinois minimum wage of $8.25 per hour.  Young men and women age 15 to 18, who are permanent residents of the United States, are eligible for employment without regard to social, economic, racial, or ethnic backgrounds.

YCC is a balanced work/learn/earn program that develops an understanding and appreciation of the Nation’s environment and heritage.  Crew members will work with refuge staff and volunteers on a variety of biological, maintenance, and visitor services projects based at the refuge’s Lost Mound Unit (formerly Savanna Army Depot).  The program also presents an early opportunity to explore a career in natural resources.
Teens interested in being considered for the crew must complete a YCC application form, available at www.fws.gov/refuge/upper_mississippi_river under the Jobs link at the bottom of the homepage.  Applications can also be picked up at the District Office, 7071 Riverview Road, Thomson, IL.  Office hours are Monday through Friday 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM.  Completed applications must be received at the Office by 3:00 PM Friday, April 17, 2015.  Applicants will be selected by random drawing and selected candidates will be notified April 20, 2015.
