Getting to Stillwater NWR
So you made the decision to visit Stillwater NWR to see the thousands of migratory shorebirds and waterfowl, or visit a unique desert wetland ecosystem, or view the billions of nighttime stars, or go waterfowl hunting or just check this off your life to-do list.  Great!
Now, how do you get here?

No matter which way you come from, you need to go to Fallon NVwhich Hwy 50 runs through E/W.  
From the East on Hwy 50:  just past the Harmon Junction mini-mart/gas station, turn Rt onto St. Rt. 116, drive about 12miles to the refuge entry.

West from CA or Reno: take I-80 E to the E Fernley (2nd off-ramp) exit. Stay in the left lane through two stoplights, go up the overpass to a roundabout, take the third exit Right toward the East.  Stay on this road (Hwy 50) for about 25 miles to Fallon.  Follow directions below to refuge.
North/East from Carson City/395/Hwy 50: Stay on Hwy 50 about 60mi, turning right for Fallon. Follow directions below to refuge
From the East/Winnemucca on I-80: take the Hwy 95 S exit, drive 30 miles to Fallon.  At the light, turn Left onto Williams Ave/Hwy 50 East.  Follow directions below to refuge.

Once in Fallon:  Hwy 50/Williams Ave is the main street through Fallon.  Drive East, pass the Banner Hospital and drive about 5miles;  just as you approach a Rt hand curve, take the left turn lane at Harmon Junction (mini-mart and gas station) for Stillwater Refuge/St Rt 116, also known as Stillwater Road.

From here, drive about 12 miles until you reach the main refuge entry, through farmland, dairies, ranches, hayfields and the small settlement known as Stillwater (speed limit 25mph here!).  
Soon the pavement ends and a dirt road begins. You are at the southern-most entrance to the refuge, and in the ‘closed’ or sanctuary zone.  Hunting is only allowed North of Division Road, which is about 6 miles further north up Hunter Road. 

An information kiosk is 500yds beyond the refuge entrance sign, on the left.  Maps, brochures and other seasonal information are posted here. Restrooms are ¼ mi up Hunter Rd (first Rt turn) or at Stillwater Point Reservoir if you go straight another ½ mi from the kiosk.
