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The refuge, located 73 miles east of Reno, is an oasis in the desert attracting birders, waterfowl hunters, and over 160 species of birds. This maze of canals and ponds is located at a terminus of the Carson River which flows out of the Sierra Nevada Mountains into the Nevada desert. The 77,500-acre refuge is a designated Western Hemisphere Shorebird Reserve and a significant stopover for migrants along the Pacific Flyway. 
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
