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Shawangunk Grasslands National Wildlife Refuge Changes Hunt Permit Sales Process


Shawangunk Grasslands NWR has partnered with Kinsail Corporation to improve the process of selling the annual refuge hunt permits.  On Friday July 10, 2015 starting at 7:00PM, permit applications will be handled online at www.shawangunkpermits.com on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Permits offered are limited in quantity. Online payment options include credit card, PayPal, and eCheck; upon completion of purchase, the permit holder may print the applicable permit(s), map(s) and regulations.  Payment may also be made by check or money order mailed to Kinsail Corporation, P.O. Box 1092, McLean, Virginia 22101; in this case, the permit and applicable maps and regulations will be mailed to the permit holder upon receipt of payment.  Hunters without internet access may apply via phone by contacting Kinsail directly (703-994-4194). Refuge staff can no longer issue permits via phone or mail as they did in 2014.  

White-tailed deer permits are available for $30 each. Discounts are available for those with Federal Access or Senior Passes ($17.50 per individual permit); youth permits remain free. This is an increase over 2014 permit costs and is necessary to cover fees associated with the use of Kinsail Corporation as a third-party vendor.  Anyone wishing to hunt the refuge must have a New York hunting license and valid refuge permit prior to scouting or hunting in accordance with refuge regulations.  

Shawangunk Grasslands National Wildlife Refuge, established in 1999, is located in the Hudson Valley in Ulster County, New York.  Public hunting is permitted on 154 acres during specific times of the year using archery equipment only.  The hunting program is administered by the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service in cooperation with NY State’s Department of Environmental Conservation.
