Federally endangered, threatened, proposed, and candidate species in Flathead County, Montana with

the potential to occur on the refuge include wolverine, grizzly bear, Canada lynx, bull trout, and

Spalding’s catchfly. The gray wolf, Bald Eagle, and Peregrine Falcon are considered recovered and have

all been removed from federal listing in the last few years.
