Refuge spring prescribed burning
(Tulelake, CA) – Refuge firefighters are making preparations to begin treatment of 

marsh areas using prescribed fire. There will be approximately 8,000 acres treated on the Tulelake National Wildlife Refuge and Lower Klamath National Wildlife Refuge.
Burning is used to remove hazardous fuels, noxious weeds and enhance wildlife habitat. 
Burning will start late January and continue into March as weather and other conditions permit.  Refuge managers comply with state smoke regulations issued by the California Air Resource Board and will have a valid smoke permit prior to ignitions. Refuge visitors should expect smoke in the vicinity of any prescribed burn activities and drivers should pay close attention while passing through or adjacent to burn areas.
