Weather has definitely turned from mild to COLD in just a very short period of time with the arrival of 
Winter! Almost all of the Refuge wetlands are frozen, with just a small exception in Unit 9 and a few 
areas of flowing water near water structures.  These conditions 
translate to less waterfowl being seen around the loop, but 
Bald eagles and other raptors like hawks and owls are still 
being seen frequently.  It is also a great time to look for tracks 
in the snow or beautiful frost and ice formations to photograph. 
 
Another thing to note at this time of year is road conditions. The 
Auto Loop is usually in good condition, but with heavy snows or 
icy conditions, visitors and volunteers alike should use caution 
while driving the Auto Loop or walking the Refuge trails.  Enjoy 
the Winter, but keep bundled up . . . brrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr!
