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A waterbird/raptor survey was conducted on January 9, 2014 by Refuge Biologist Howard Browers and 
volunteers Brian Ferguson and Dickson Smith with 21 species recorded.  Refuge wetlands were greater 
than 95% ice covered.  There were some small open water areas near water control structures and in 
canals where there is some flowing water.  Though not records, the number of rough-legged hawks 
counted continues to be high for this winter.  Highlights for this survey included a prairie falcon and a 
great horned owl.
