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A waterbird/raptor survey was conducted on December 31, 2013 by Refuge Biologist Howard Browers
and volunteers Josee and Frank Kee with 16 species recorded. Refuge wetlands were about 98% ice
covered. There were some small open water areas near water control structures and in canals where
there was some flowing water. Visibility was somewhat hampered by the hazy, smoggy conditions. A
highlight was the sighting of a pair of hooded mergansers which are uncommon on the refuge.
