The Youth Conservation Corps

The Youth Conservation Corps Act of 1970
(YCCO), establishes permanent programs
within the Departments of Interior and
Agriculture for young adults who are
between the ages of 15 and 18 to perform
specific tasks on lands and waters
administered under the jurisdiction of these
Secretaries. The legislation also authorizes
the Secretary of Interior and the Secretary
of Agriculture to establish a joint grant
program to assist States that employ young
adults on non-Federal public lands and
waters. YCC programs are conducted for 8-
10 weeks during the summer.

Environmental awareness is an integral
aspect of the YCC program, with projects embracing both work and environmental
learning goals. The participants spend most of their time in the outdoors. All
participants are expected to gain an understanding and appreciation of the nation’s
environment and heritage equal to one full academic year of study.
