Contact the District Office at (815) 273-2732, to register your child 
or volunteer to help.  Registration ends September 8 at 4 pm.  Please bring your own fishing pole if 
you have one. 
 
Participants will meet at the Frog 
Pond parking lot, which is located 1.5 miles south of Savanna on Rt. 84.  Look for the banners along 
the road.
