1) Eyes and Ears: Early Detection

*Efficient Networking: Keyswide “Road Warriors”
(Meter Readers, Mosq. Control, Mail Delivery, LE, Public Works)

2) Hearts & Hands: Rapid Response
Timely & Educated Action:

*Geographic Responder lists: 3-5 regional responders:
(Key Largo, Islamorada, Marathon, Big Pine, Key West)

*Training: Safety, ethics, capture techniques, 
data collection and euthanasia/disposition
