* KEats mostly worms
and insects (carnivorous)

* Lives in variety of
soils types

* Makes round, uniform
mounds out of clumpy
unworked soil
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Gopher and mole mounds can
be hard to tell apart, especially
when found in the same place.
Sometimes it takes a trained
expert to know what clues to
look for, including the mound
shape and soil condition.
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
