The White Tern, or "Manu-o-ku," a beautiful native seabird of the Pacific Islands, is the official bird of Honolulu. Since 1961, the population has grown from a single pair to well over 800 pairs.  Although the White Tern population on Oahu has grown rapidly, they are not currently monitored. The Fellow will develop a volunteer-based monitoring program for White Terns nesting in urban and suburban centers on Oahu, creating a protocol that can be used by resident and visitor birders. This project fulfills goals of the Service’s Urban and Connecting People with Nature Initiatives, targeting residents of Hawaii to stimulate public interest in the natural heritage of the unique islands.
