The Fellow will promote native freshwater mussel conservation through citizen science by identification of specific sites, logistics, protocols, best management practices, and data management strategies to engage with underserved students in the Portland/Vancouver Metropolitan area.  The Fellow will be establishing the foundation for a long term multi-partner citizen science initiative in the area. They will use available geospatial data curated by the Pacific Northwest Native Freshwater Mussel Workgroup to map priority water bodies for monitoring of declining freshwater mussel species that are in close proximity to underserved schools in the Portland metropolitan area. The Fellow will work with Service conservation education professionals and fishery biologists, the Xerxes Society,  Oregon State University Extension Service, Columbia Basin Water Education Resource Center, and participating area Watershed Councils to establish citizen mussel monitoring protocols and best management practices for a long term monitoring program at selected sites including identification of needed permits and authorizations, equipment needs, contact and safety protocols, photo monitoring points, and data collection and management procedures.
