North America's sagebrush communities support hundreds of species of wildlife across the Western U.S. The conservation of Sage-grouse in the Sheldon – Hart Mountain Refuge Complex, and throughout the Great Basin, is a very high priority as sagebrush habitat after a long history of unfavorable range management is now undergoing rapid change due an invasion of exotic annual grasses and grass-fueled large-scale wildfire.
