The Mora National Fish Hatchery serves as the sole captive refugia and propagation site for recovery of the threatened Gila trout in the Southwest. Recent work has shown that artificially increased swimming speeds of captive salmonids improved fitness and resulted in 200% gains in smolt to adult survival rates. The Fellow will research, design, and implement a mark-recapture study to evaluate the performance of exercised Gila trout in the recovery area.  The Fellow will present the results of their study to key decision-makers and at a professional meeting.
