Tribal partners and the Service are equally concerned about aquatic invasive species introduction and establishment within the waters of Lake Superior. Working cooperatively with the Keweenaw Bay Indian Community - Natural Resources Department, the Fellow will develop an early detection and monitoring plan for invasive fishes in Keweenaw and Huron Bays, Lake Superior. They will describe the shallow water fish community (juvenile/adult fish) by implementing a multi-gear sampling strategy developed for Lake Superior. They shall assist with the development and implementation of a sampling protocol with gear allocation and effort based on available fish habitat in Keweenaw and Huron Bays. After field collections are complete, they will develop species accumulation curves and estimate the probability of detection in order to provide recommendations for an optimal sampling approach for early detection of invasive fish species.
