In the St. Louis, MO area, the Fellow will develop an evaluation model for urban outreach partnerships on public lands in the St. Louis urban area. They will serve as the Two Rivers National Wildlife Refuge representative for the summer day camps at the Ferguson-Florissant School District’s Little Creek Nature Center.
